A volunteer’s typical workday 

runs, Monday-Friday from 8:45am-4:15pm, unless assigned additional hours for extended care and/or field trip days.  

 

Our Volunteer Program 

The Volunteer program was designed to enrich the lives of youth in our community by providing a positive and 

motivational work environment in which they will learn, experience, and grow. Through our program volunteers will 

enjoy working directly with children, assist in the implementation and leading of activities, broaden and expand on 

their confidence and social skills, gain valuable knowledge that can be utilized in future job interests, and the 

opportunity to be mentored by our experienced camp directors and lead counselors. The ultimate goal of the volunteer 

program is to help form teens into well-rounded and responsible young adults.  

 

Position Requirements 

To be considered for the position applicants must; be 14yrs of age by the first day of camp, commit to a minimum of 6 

full camp weeks, and attend all training days listed below. Candidates must have the ability to relate and supervise 

children ages 3-13yrs and must possess the ability to take direction and accept responsibilities. Volunteers must 

demonstrate a more mature level of understanding than campers.  
 

All participants accepted into the volunteer program must show proof of vaccination and will be required to 

get fingerprinted and cleared by the start of camp. Any person who is not willing to get fingerprinted will not 

be permitted to participate in the program. Instructions on the fingerprinting process will be given upon 

acceptance into the program. 
 

Please note: There is NO cost to participate in the program. Mandatory staff and volunteer trainings are scheduled for  

Tues., June 4th & Thurs., June 6th from 5:00pm-8:30pm. Dates and times are subject to change.
