RECOMMENDATION:

That the Board:

1. Rescind the Board's action to approve Recommendation No. 2 in Board Report No. 10-124,
dated May 17, 2010, for the Property Sale and Gift Agreement (PSGA) with the Trust for
Public Land (TPL);

2. Approve arevised PSGA, substantially in the form on file in the Board Office, that contains
the terms and conditions for the acquisition, subject to the approval of the City Attorney as
to form;

3. Direct the Board Secretary to transmit the PSGA to the City Attorney for review and

approval as to form;

4, Approve the phased acquisition and conveyance of Cahuenga Peak, a privately owned, 138
acre vacant parcel adjacent to Griffith Park in the Hollywood area of the City of Los Angeles
(Assessor Parcel Numbers 5577-008-001, 002; 5581-010-001,002; and 5581-005-001), as
described in the PSGA;

S. Authorize extending the closing of escrow date if needed;

6. Authorize the Board President and Secretary to execute the PSGA upon receipt of the
necessary approvals;
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7. Direct the Board Secretary toward the anticipated successful close of escrow, to accept the
grant deed to the property in a possible phased acquisition schedule, which upon close of
escrow is to be set apart and dedicated as park property in perpetuity, and authorize the
Board Secretary to sign the Acceptance of the Deed; and,

8. Authorize the General Services Department, and the Department of Recreation and Parks’
Chief Accounting Employee to make technical corrections as necessary to implement the
intent of the Council and to establish the necessary accounts to acquire the project site, and
to accept and transfer the necessary monies to fund the acquisition to the appropriate City
Department or escrow company account in order to expeditiously effectuate the acquisition
of the Cahuenga Peak site.

SUMMARY:

On May 17, 2010, the Board of Recreation and Parks Commissioners (Board), through Board Report
No. 10-124, approved the PSGA with TPL for the acquisition of Cahuenga Peak. The Cahuenga
Peak site was once owned by Howard Hughes and was subsequently put up for sale. The City of Los
Angeles (City) had hoped to acquire said land but the property was purchased by a Chicago group.
In 2008 the property was listed at $22 million. Real Estate prices have fallen and value of the
property is now within an acquisition price that the City can manage. The City now intends to
proceed with the Cahuenga Peak acquisition. The PSGA Agreement contains the general terms and
conditions for the acquisition and conveyance of approximately 138 acres of open space wilderness
to be dedicated as park property in perpetuity, to the City of Los Angeles, Department of Recreation
and Parks. The Close of Escrow is scheduled for June 14, 2010. TPL shall purchase from the owner
and sell to the City of Los Angeles (City) the Cahuenga Peak site for $11,700,000. Funds for the
acquisition will come from public funds totaling $5,720,576 and private donations totaling
$5,979,424.

The Sources of funding will remain the same. Public funding will come from: Proposition 40 Per
Capita ($837.,200); Proposition 40 Roberti-Z’Berg-Harris ($840,107); Proposition K ($755,000);
Real Property Trust Fund ($9,237); Public Works Trust Fund ($434,160); Quimby ($544,872);
Mountains Reservation and Conservation Authority ($900,000); plus $1,400,000 coming from the
Wildlife Conservation Bond (WCB) Funds and the Santa Monica Monica Mountains Conservancy
(SMMC) Proposition 84 for a total of $5,720,576 in public funding. The remainder of the funding
will be provided through private donations totaling $5,979,424 for a grand total of $11,700,000.

Following the Board’s actions of May 17, 2010, staff was made aware that $1,400,000 in public
funds would not be available for release by the State Treasurer before the close of escrow in June
2010. The $1,400,000 that is needed for the acquisition is a combination of the State of California
WCB funds in the amount of $700,000 and SMMC funds in the amount of $700,000. It is anticipated
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that these funds will be made available at a later time. In order to insure that the acquisition for the
entire 138 acres Cahuenga Peak site takes place, a phased acquisition of the site is being proposed.
The City Attorney has indicated that the proposed changes/additions to the PSGA require that they
be submitted for reconsideration and approval by the Board. Primarily the recommendations would
recommend that the Board rescind the previous Board action as it relates to the prior version of the
PSGA; authorize the extension of the Closing Escrow date, if required for any reason; and approve
the recommendation for a phased acquisition and conveyance of Cahuenga Peak.

Some of the more pertinent recommended changes or additions to the PSGA are to the following
Sections in the agreement that was previously approved by the Board on May 17, 2010: Section 1.5;
Section 1.5.1; Section 1.5.2; 1.5.3; 1.5.4 and Section 4.2. The proposed changes will allow for a
phased acquisition that would occur in two phases. The intent is for TPL to acquire the 138 acres by
close of escrow date and then convey property to City. If the $1,400,000 in State funds is not
available on or before 10 days prior to close of escrow, City may elect by written notice to TPL, to
use an alternative funding source to acquire said property or purchase the property in phases as
indicated in Section 1.5 of the PSGA. During Phase I, City would proceed to close escrow on 122 of
the 138 acres as described in Section 1.5.1 of the PSGA. The cost for the City of the Phase I would
be $4,320,576. During Phase II, the City would purchase the remainder of 16 acres using the
$1,400,000 in State funds as indicated in Section 1.5.2. The phased acquisition would mean that the
overall purchase price the property would remain unchanged , but be broken down as follows: Phase
I cost would be $10,300,000 and the Phase II cost would be $1,400,000 for a total of $11,700.000.

Staff recommends that the Board approve the proposed recommendations listed in this report. All
other prior actions remain the same and are necessary for the completion of this project.

There are no changes to the CEQA findings previously approved by the Board.

The Assistant General Manager of Operations East and the Councilmember for the 4th District
concur with staff’s recommendations.

FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT:

There are no additional costs associated with these recommended changes. The Department’s cost
for future maintenance will require a budget increase which will be requested through the
Department’s standard budget process. Those costs at this time are unknown.

SUMMARY:

On April 7, 2010, the Board of Recreation and Park Commissioners (Board) approved the final plans
and call for bids for the Arroyo Seco — Outdoor Refurbishment (W.O. #E170490F) Project, located
at 5566 Via Marisol, Los Angeles, CA 90042 (Board Report No. 10-065). The project components
include replacement of existing light fixtures with new energy-efficient on existing six light poles,
installation of twelve new light poles and fixtures to illuminate the parking lot and paths to the tennis
courts, installation of two new wall-mounted lights inside the tunnel on Avenue 60, removal of
existing play equipment and installation of new play equipment and the installation of a new
“Smart” automated irrigation system.

On May 11, 2010, ten (10) bids were received for this project. The lowest responsive and
responsible bidder is Y & M, with a base bid amount of $309,120, which is $190,880 below the City
Engineer’s cost estimate of $500,000.00. The bids received are as follows:

E. Avico (Avico) filed a bid protest (Attachment “A” ), claiming that, Y&M failed to list on
Schedule A multiple subcontractors required for the project; and that Y & M failed to complete that
form; and that Y&M listed T. J. Janca (who, according to Avico, is not a playground installer) to
perform playground installation.

Based on the reading of previous opinion on similar issue, staff has determined that it is not
mandatory to list all subcontractors required to complete this project. Inaddition, the City Attorney
has previously opinioned that there is no legal reason that suppliers need to be identified in
Schedule “A”. The prime contractor states that T.J. Janca has the license to perform, and has
performed, playground installation. It is the prime contractor’s responsibility to provide a qualified
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installer and certified by the manufacturer. In addition, the bid plans state that the manufacturer’s
representative for each piece of play equipment installed shall visit the project site and provide a
signed verification that the play equipment he represents is installed as indicated in the
manufacturer’s installation instructions. Therefore, Avico’s bid protest is determined to have no
merit.

The bid documents stated that the determination of the lowest bidder would be based on the Base
Bid amount. Y & M submitted the lowest bid, as shown above. It is recommended that the project
be awarded to Y & M for a total construction contract amount of $309,120. The funds are available
from the following accounts:

Staff has reviewed the subcontractor outreach effort made by Y & M, and based on the documents
submitted, has determined that a “good faith™ effort has been made. Y & M, satisfied 90 of the
100-point requirement outlined by the Board’s Outreach Program. The Outreach Document Package
is on file in the Board Office and a synopsis of said package is attached. The City Attorney has
reviewed the bid submitted by Y & M, and found it to be in order.

In compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), staff has determined that the
project will consist of the refurbishment of an existing park facility, and therefore, is exempt from
the provisions of the California Environment Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Article III, Section 1,
Class I(1, 12) and Class 1 1(3) of the City CEQA Guidelines.

FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT:

There is no anticipated fiscal impact to the Department’s General Fund as the project’s construction
costs will be fully funded by the above listed funding sources specifically identified and approved
for this project. The assessments of the future operations and maintenance costs have yet to be
determined and would be addressed in future budget requests.

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SUMMARY:

On April 7, 2010, the Board of Recreation and Parks approved the final plans and call for bids for
the Oro Vista Park - Park Development (W.O. #E170480F) project, located at 11101 North Oro
Vista Avenue, Sunland, CA 91040 (Board Report No. 10-066). The Department of Public Works,
Bureau of Engineering staff prepared plans for this project, and the City Engineer’s estimate for the
construction cost of the base bid for this project is $ 280,000.

The following is a general list of the improvements that are to be completed:

Construction of an equestrian and trail staging area with permeable surface parking for cars
and horse trailers.

Landscape with native plants appropriate to the location, including a demonstration garden.
Picnic tables and, if funding permits, a shade structure.

Amenities for equestrians.

Trails linking to existing hiking and riding trails.

The demolition of the residential structure formerly located on site was completed by the
Department of General Services in 2009. The following improvements were included in the bid as
additive alternates in order to gain flexibility in providing the maximum scope possible with the
available funding.

The Bid Documents indicated that the bid would be awarded to the lowest responsive and
responsible bidder based on the base bid submitted.

The first apparent low bidder, Maccor Construction, received a score of only 36 out of 100 GFE
evaluation points based on the documentation they submitted; therefore, their bid is Non-Responsive
for failing to achieve a minimum “good faith” effort (GFE) evaluation score of 75 points.

The lowest responsive and responsible bidder is E. Avico Inc., with a base bid amount of
$226,418.93. Staff has reviewed the subcontractor outreach effort made by E. Avico Inc, and based
on the documents submitted, has determined that a “good faith” effort has been made. E. Avico
Inc., satisfied 90 out of the 100-point requirements outlined by the Board’s outreach program, which
requires a score of 75 points out of 100 to achieve a “good faith” effort. E. Avico Inc. is therefore
deemed responsive. The outreach document package is on file in the Board Office, and a synopsis
of the said package is attached.

The City Attorney has reviewed the bid submitted by E. Avico Inc., and found it to be in order.
Since the base bid submitted by E. Avico Inc. is below the City Engineer’s estimate and funding is
available, staff is recommending exercising Additive Alternate No.1 in the amount of $37,856 and

Additive Alternate No. 2 in the amount of $12,096, for a total contract amount $276,370.93.

Staff reviewed the responsiveness and work performance of E. Avico Inc. and found them to be
satisfactory. The Department of Public Works, Office of Contract Compliance, has indicated that
there have been no labor compliance violations and that all other legal requirements have been
complied with by the bidder.

In compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), staff has determined that the
proposed improvements will not have a significant impact on the environment. This project has
been determined to be Categorically Exempt per City CEQA Guidelines Article 111, Section Ia,
Class 1(11) (existing facilities) and Class 11(2, 3) (accessory structures). A Notice of Exemption
was filed with the Los Angeles City Clerk’s Office on July 11, 2008, and posted by the County
Clerk’s Office on July 11, 2008.

FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT:

There is no anticipated fiscal impact to the Department’s General Fund as the project’s construction
costs will be fully funded by the above listed funding sources specifically identified and approved
for this project. The assessments of the future operations and maintenance costs have yet to be
determined and would be addressed in future budget requests.

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SUMMARY:

On January 20, 2010, the Board approved final plans and call for bids for the Reseda Park — Lake
Rehabilitation Project (W.O. #PRJ1200K) located at 18411 Victory Boulevard, Reseda, CA
91335 (Board Report No. 10-018). Plans for this project were prepared by the Department of
Recreation and Parks’ consultant, URS Corporation with an estimate of $625,000. The project
scope of work consists of draining of the lake and removal of bottom sediments, installation of
new lake filtration and aeration system, construction of new skimming weir system,
refurbishment of existing water fountain nozzles on the lake island, construction of new lake
drain vault and maintenance hole, construction of new gravity flow sewer line connection from
existing wet wells to existing sewer line in Reseda Boulevard, and installation of new floating
islands within the lake.

On April 13, 2010, three bids were received for this project. The lowest responsive and
responsible bidder is Metro Builders and Engineers Group Ltd., with a bid amount of $721,711,
which is $96,711 over the City’s cost estimate of $625,000. The following three bids were
received:

Staff has reviewed the outreach effort made by Metro Builders and Engineers Group Ltd., and,
based on the documents submitted, has determined that a “good faith” effort has been made. The
contractor obtained a MBE/WBE participation of 0% and satisfied 100 of the 100-point
requirements outlined by the Board’s outreach program. The outreach Document Package is on
file in the Board Office and a synopsis of said package is attached.
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The City Attorney and staff have reviewed the bid submitted by Metro Builders and Engineers
Group, Ltd., and found it to be in order. Staff recommends that the Board find Metro Builders
and Engineers Group, Ltd., to be the lowest responsive and responsible bidder.

Staff reviewed the responsiveness and work performance of Metro Builders and Engineers
Group, Ltd., on past Department projects and found them to be satisfactory. The Department of
Public Works, Office of Contract Compliance (OCC), indicated that there have been no labor
compliance violations and that all other legal requirements have been complied with by the
bidder.

Staff has determined that implementation of the proposed project is exempt from the provisions
of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Article III, Section 1, Class 1

SUMMARY:

The Tommy Lasorda Field of Dreams is located at 1900 North Waterloo Street, Los Angeles,
California 90039. This project will replace the portable restroom with new male and female
restrooms conforming to ADA standards. The storage bin will be replaced with a field house,
and improvements will be made to the athletic fields.

The Tommy Lasorda Field Of Dreams - Improvements to Athletic Fields, Field House and
Restrooms (W.O. #E170346F) project is a Proposition K specified project. The project was
initially funded for construction in Proposition K Year 13 (2009-2010). Due to the suspension of
the State grant funds because of the State’s cash flow problems, a number of Proposition K
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projects funded in the current year with State grants funding, including this one, had to be placed
on hold, and the Proposition K funds had to be reprogrammed to a future year. Also, the land is
owned by the California Department of Transportation and leased by the City of Los Angeles.
The renewal of lease by the agencies required an extended period of time which contributed to
the reprogramming of this project. The project design is nearing completion and the project
therefore would have been scheduled to go out to bid in the next fiscal year. Since additional
projects had to be programmed to the current fiscal year and the Tommy Lasorda Field of
Dreams is close to being ready for construction, Proposition K funds will be programmed to this
project in the current fiscal year to avoid permanent loss of the Proposition K funding.

Due to the reprogramming of Proposition K funds to the current fiscal year, the project must now
have the construction contract awarded before the end of the current Fiscal Year 2009-2010 (by
June 30, 2010). There is now insufficient time remaining to proceed through the normal bid and
award process. In order to meet the construction award schedule without losing the Proposition
K funding, it is recommended that GSD be selected to construct the project, in accordance with
Section 22.535(a) (5) of the Los Angeles Administrative Code.

GSD has not prepared a construction cost estimate for the project. The BOE construction cost
estimate for the project is $770,000. A construction contingency in the amount of $180,000 is
also being recommended for appropriation to GSD, however, use of the contingency will require
advance written approval by the BOE Project Manager or his designated representative. Upon
approval of the Board and the City Council, a total of $950,000 from Proposition K funds will be
requested for appropriation to GSD.

Upon execution of the MOU and the approval of the fund appropriation and transfer to GSD
accounts, GSD will begin work immediately. Completion of construction is estimated to take
three hundred sixty-five (365) calendar days.

In compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), staff has determined that
the proposed project will consist of the construction of a new restroom that is accessory to an
existing park and will not have any significant impact on the environment. The project is
therefore Categorically Exempt under CEQA pursuant to Article III, Section 1(k)(3), Class 11(3)
of the City CEQA Guidelines.

Council District 13, the Central Region staff, and the Park Rangers support the recommendations
as set forth in this report.
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FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT:

There is no immediate fiscal impact to the Department’s General Fund, however, future
operations and maintenance costs will be included in future Department budget requests.

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SUMMARY:

Proposition K is a City ot Los Angeles approved proposition which assesses owners of residential
propertics $25,000,000 per year for thirty years to be spent on park improvement projects. One
significant condition of this funding requires that money for project construction identified in a
particular fiscal year must be obligated by way of an executed contract, prior to the end of the fiscal
year. The current fiscal year ends June 30, 2010. If all of the funds are not obligated prior to
June 30, 2010, the assessment must be reduced by the amount not obligated, and these funds will be
forever lost to the City for any purpose.

In June 2010, the Board of Recreation and Park Commissioners will vote to award five (5)
Proposition K funded construction projects to the lowest responsible and responsive bidder. Per the
bid document, the General Contractor will be required to provide the Department with payment and
performance bonds, proof of insurance and appropriate licensing, and to execute the contract
between the City and the General Contractor for the work within ten (10) days of receipt of the
contract and bond forms from the Board Secretary.

If the General Contractor(s) awarded any of the five (5) Proposition K projects are unable to obtain
and provide the City with the necessary payment and performance bonds, and insurance and to
execute the contract, within the ten (10) days allotted for this effort, but in no event later than
June 25. 2010, there would be insufticient time for another Board meeting to be held to rescind the
award and award the contract to another entity.

As aresult, the Department believes that a contingency plan is necessary in the unlikely event that
any of the Genceral Contractors are unable to timely execute their respective Contract Agreements.
The proposcd contingency plan consists of authorizing the General Manager to execute a MOU
between RAP, BOE and GSD, which would formally obligate the funds and transfer construction of
the project to GSD, whose construction division has successfully completed many projects of
varying scopc for RAP and is authorized to do so by Los Angeles Administrative Code Section
22.535(a)5).

A samplc MOU is provided as Attachment A and a list of the Proposition K Projects, which remain
unexecuted, is provided in Attachment B.

FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT:

There is no anticipated fiscal impact to the Department’s budget by transferring as many as five (5)
Proposition K contracts from private contractors to GSD as it is anticipated that GSD could perform
the contracts for the amount bid.

ARTICLE Il - SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED BY RAP

A.

Consider and approve the Construction documents and specifications before
construction commences.

Provide GSD unrestricted access to the project site through mutually agreed upon
working hours and working days.

Respond to GSD’s Request(s) for information when owner review and approval is
required. Such responses shall be forwarded to BOE for processing.

Review all applicable Shop Drawings and Submittals and approve within seven (7)
working days when owner approval is required. Comments shall be forwarded to
BOE for processing.

Notify BOE in writing of any owner requested changes to the construction
documents and if such changes are outside the current scope of work, RAP shall
provide adequate funding for such changes.

ARTICLE |l - SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED BY BOE

Obtain full construction budget appropriation to GSD through actions by the L.A. for
Kids Steering Committee and City Council prior to the start of construction.

Review and authorize GSD expenditures, submitted on a quarterly basis, for labor,
equipment and material costs incurred by GSD.

Provide a complete permitted set of construction documents and specifications as
approved by RAP.

Provide overall Project Management and Construction Management activities, which
shall include expenditures vs. budget review, schedule review, and weekly meetings
with GSD to review budget, design and construction issues.

Respond and approve all of GSD’s Request(s) for Information in a timely manner.
Review and approve all mutually agreed upon Change Orders that fall within the
budgeted 15% contingency amount, subject to RAP Commission approval, if
required.

Approve and process all GSD invoices for all authorized completed work.

Review and approve all submittals and service contracts forwarded by GSD,

including shop drawings and product data and samples, for this project in a timely
manner.



Advise RAP of any changes that may change the intended function or overall design
characteristics of the project.

Participate and prepare the final acceptance inspections of the project in conjunction
with RAP. Once all noted items have been corrected, transmit final status report to
RAP.

After the end of construction, BOE and RAP shall review and approve “Operational
and Maintenance” manuals provided by GSD prior to forwarding the information to
RAP.

ARTICLE IV - SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED BY GSD

A

Upon receipt of final plans from BOE, GSD shall conduct a Class “A” estimate to
determine final costs of the project. If necessary, adjustments shall be made to the
construction costs per Article VII.A.2.

GSD shall perform all required work to improve the site per the final construction
documents and Specifications in compliance with applicable Federal, State and City
codes and regulations. For this project, GSD will only be performing the renovations
necessary to bring the restroom and parking into compliance with ADA standards as
shown in the final construction documents.

GSD shall coordinate with BOE to establish a construction schedule. The schedule
shall be subject to the approval of BOE.

GSD shall immediately notify BOE in writing of issues or barriers that impede or
delay the completion of the work, including changes to cost estimates and to the
construction schedule.

GSD shall immediately notify BOE of the need for modifications by way of a change
order. All change orders are subject to the approval of BOE.

GSD shall provide a monthly report, to the BOE within fourteen (14) days of the end
of each month, covering all expenditures on the project during construction. The
report shall include all costs for labor, equipment and materials incurred through that
period.

ARTICLE V — RECORD DRAWINGS

A.

After completion of construction, GSD shall revise and correct the final Construction
Documents indicating all changes made during construction based on the
construction records including, but not limited to, change orders, plan



clarification/corrections and addenda. Each drawing sheet shall be prominently
marked "AS-BUILT". These drawings shall be reviewed and approved by BOE.

B. When the “AS-BUILT” drawings are approved, GSD shall deliver two (2) copies of
the Record Drawings to BOE to be forwarded to RAP for its use.

C. In addition to the Record Drawings above, BOE will deliver to RAP, one (1) updated
electronic file and one (1) updated set of Mylar drawings or as required per
designer’'s contract.

ARTICLE VI - TIME PERIODS

A. It is understood and agreed in this MOU that time is of the essence. The
construction phases will be completed within __ calendar days from the issuance
by BOE to GSD of a Notice-To-Proceed.

B. The time during which GSD is delayed in its work by BOE or any other agency,
whose approval is required, shall be added to the time period for completion. Delays
due to unforeseen circumstances, which are not the fault or negligence of GSD,
shall also be added to time period for completion.

ARTICLE VIII - MODIFICATIONS

A.

Except as otherwise provided herein, this MOU may be altered, modified or
amended only in writing, and executed by the parties hereto.

Modifications or extra work requested during the construction phase shall be
documented by a Change Order. The Change Order shall contain a description of
the scope change or extra work, any additional costs approved by BOE and any
time extensions approved by BOE. Change Orders exceeding $25,000 shall require
approval by RAP Commission prior to commencement of the work covered by the
change order.

This MOU contains the full and complete agreement between RAP, BOE and GSD.
No verbal agreement or conversation with any officer or employee of the parties
shall affect or modify any of the terms and conditions of the MOU.

RECOMMENDATION:

That the Board:

1. Approve the proposed Facilities Use Permit (Permit), substantially in the form on file in the
Board Office, from the Los Angeles Unified School District (LAUSD), specifying the terms
and conditions for the Department of Recreation and Parks (RAP) use of certain recreational
and athletic facilities at LAUSD’s Los Angeles Center for Enriched Studies (LACES),
subject to the approval of the City Attorney as to form;

2. Direct the Board Secretary to transmit the proposed Permit to the City Attorney for review
and approval as to form; and,

3. Authorize the General Manager to execute the Permit upon receipt of the necessary
approvals.
SUMMARY:

For more than forty (40) years, the City of Los Angeles (City) RAP and LAUSD have entered into
various agreements involving capital improvements and the shared use of related recreation and
athletic facilities at school and park sites.
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LACESisa 6" through 12" grade magnet middle-high school, established in September of 1977,
located at 5931 West 18" Street, Los Angeles, California 90035, in Council District Ten (CD10).
The LACES campus contains a comprehensive athletic complex which RAP shares as a recreation
center for the recreational benefit of the community. It includes a fifty-six thousand (56,000) square
foot building comprised of one large gymnasium (divisible into two smaller court areas), an
auxiliary gymnasium, an indoor swim center, locker rooms, a stage, staff offices and a
community/team meeting room. Outside, adjacent to the building, there is an athletic field and track,
tennis, handball, and basketball courts, a parking lot, and restrooms.

The City and LAUSD started collaboration on the shared use of the recreational and athletic
facilities at LACES in 1998, when RAP and LAUSD began working together on the design of the
new school so that it would accommodate the public’s shared use of the recreation and athletic
facilities. The school’s construction was completed in 2004. The Joint Use Agreement (JUA)
between the RAP and LAUSD for the joint use of the recreational facilitics at LACES was executed
on June 4, 1998, and approved by the Board of Recreation and Park Commissioners (Board) on
April 15, 1998 (Board Report No. 134-98 Revised). Joint-Use operations of the recreational
facilities began on June 27, 2006 and RAP and LAUSD have continuously shared the site ever since,
as a school for the academic and physical education of LAUSD students, and as a recreational hub
for the general public’s recreational enjoyment.

LAUSD uses the site during normal school hours Monday through Friday from 6:00 a.m. to 3:00
p.m. for physical education classes and after school from 3:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. for athletic events
(practice and competition) and after-school programs. RAP uses the pool and athletic facilities
during non-school hours from 6:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. Monday through Friday, and from 11:30 a.m.
to 5:30 p.m. on weekends. Although the text of the JUA identifies that RAP will use the facility
from 8:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. on weekends, LAUSD and RAP have determined that the weckend use
of'the facility will be from 11:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. This change in the scheduled weekend use of the
facility will be amended at the time this Permit is executed to reflect the actual hours of use.

On April 15, 1998, the Board approved a twenty-five (25) year JUA for LACES (Board Report No.
134-98 Revised), spelling out the terms and conditions for the shared use of the school’s pool and
athletic facilities. However, over time it was discovered that certain JUA provisions related to
LAUSD and RAP finance and accounting procedures and requirements presented operational and
finance issues, primarily due to the differences in operational agency policies and protocols. In
order to renegotiate such provisions without interrupting RAP operations at LACES, a Facilities Use
Permit (Permit) was executed on June 27, 2006 between the RAP and LAUSD, authorizing the
RAP’s continued use of LACES facilities.
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The initial Permit expired on December 31, 2006. RAP operations at LACES continued since then
through the RAP General Manager’s execution of five (5) Permit amendments, with the most recent
expiring on December 31, 2009. A sixth amendment covering the period of January 1, 2010 through
December 31, 2010 was prepared by the LAUSD for execution in the same manner as the prior
amendments. However, recent City Attorney advice indicates that the General Manager does not
have the authority to execute such documents without Board authorization due to budget
expenditures for operations and maintenance that could exceed the limit provided by Los Angeles
Administrative Code Sec. 50.1.1(a). Therefore, staff is requesting the Board’s approval at this time
so the Department’s programmed athletic, aquatic and recreational operations at LACES may
continue. Through the LAUSD letter attached hereto as Exhibit A, the Department’s use of LACES
has been authorized by LAUSD as an interim measure until the Permit is executed.

Department Staff determined that the approval of the proposed Permit is exempt from the provisions
ofthe California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Article III, Section 1, Class 1 (14)
of the City CEQA Guidelines; this exemption allows for joint use of existing school facilities
involving a negligible or no expansion of use.

The Assistant General Manager of Operations East, the Superintendent of Metro Region and the
Office of Council District Ten concur with staff’s recommendations.

FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT:

The Department's obligations related to joint use operations and maintenance at the site shall be
funded through the Department’s regular budget approval process.

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SUMMARY:

On April 5, 2007, the Department executed Personal Services Contract No. 3209, with Arthur M.
Manask & Associates, Inc. (Consultant), for a term of 36 months beginning April 5, 2007, to
provide as-needed economic consulting services in order to assist the Department with the
management, planning, and development of concession operations, including Requests for
Proposals.

On October 3, 2007, the Department amended Personal Services Contract No. 3209 with
Consultant for a term of 36 months beginning September 27, 2006.

In order to comply with Recommendation No. 2 of the Audit of Concession Contracts of the
Department of Recreation and Parks, released on March 28, 2008, the Department utilized the
services of the Consultant to process and to provide evaluation services of the concession
operations.

As Contract No. 3209 expired September 26, 2009, a supplemental agreement to extend the term
of the contract from 36 months to 48 months is necessary in order to provide the time for the
Department to process and prepare payment to the Consultant and provide a variety of as-needed
economic consulting services should the need arise.

Charter Section 1022 Finding

Los Angeles City Charter Section 1022 prohibits contracting out work that could be done by City
employees unless the Board determines it is more economical and/or feasible to contract out the
service.

On April 30, 2010, the Personnel Department completed a Charter Section 1022 review
(Attachment A) and determined that there are no City classifications that could provide these
professional services. It istherefore more feasible to secure these services through an
independent contractor.

Charter Section 372 Finding

Los Angeles City Charter Section 372 requires that all contracts valued at over $25,000 require a
competitive bid process. The requirement does not apply to contracts, as determined by the
contracting authority, of a temporary and occasional character for which the contracting
authority finds that competitive bidding is not practicable or advantageous.

On August 28, 2006, the Department released a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) for As-Needed
Economic Consultants. On November 1, 2006, the Board awarded contracts for a term of three
years with five economic consultants (Board Report No. 06-327); including Arthur M. Manask
& Associates, Inc. This supplemental agreement is to increase the term of that contract in order
to pay for services provided by the Consultant. It is neither practicable nor advantageous to bid
for this service at this time.
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FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT:

Funding for this contract is currently provided in Fund 302, Department 89, Account 400K. This
supplemental agreement has no impact on the Department’s General Fund.

1. Recommend that the City Council adopt the attached Resolution (Attachment No. 1), which
authorizes the City of Los Angeles to apply for funds under the State Proposition 84, Nature
Education Facilities Grant Program and designates the General Manager of the Department
of Recreation and Parks, or designee, as the agent to conduct all negotiations, execute and
submit all documents, including but not limited to grant applications, agreements, payment
requests and so on, which may be necessary for the completion of the proposed South Los

3. Support the submittal of a Proposition 84 competitive Proposition 84 Nature Education
Facilities grant application by the L.A. Parks Foundation, on behalf of the Department, for
the Griffith Park Horticultural Learning Center project, and approve the attached Resolution
(Attachment No. 2), subject to City Council approval, acknowledging the Department’s
intent to accept the transfer of grant responsibilities, including operations and maintenance
for the project, subject to the award of grant funds and successful project completion; and
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4. Support the submittal of a competitive Proposition 84 Nature Education Facilities grant
application by the Friends of Cabrillo Marine Aquarium (FCMA), on behalf of the
Department, for the Cabrillo Marine Aquarium Exhibit Improvement and Phase Il Expansion
Project, and approve the attached Resolution (Attachment No. 3), subject to City Council
approval, acknowledging the Department’s intent to accept the transfer of grant
responsibilities, including operations and maintenance for the project, subject to the award of
grant funds and successful project completion;

SUMMARY:

The $5.4 billion Safe Drinking Water, Water Quality and Supply, Flood Control, River and
Coastal protection Bond Act of 2006 (Proposition 84) was passed by the voters on November 7,
2006. These funds are to be used for a number of grant programs, one of which is the Nature
Education Facilities (NEF) Grant Program.

On March 1, 2010, the State released a Request for Proposals (RFP) for competitive grants for
the State Proposition 84 NEF Grant Program. A total of $93 million has been dedicated to this
program and will be awarded on a competitive basis. This grant program awards grants for
nature education exhibits, research facilities and equipment to non-profit organizations and
public institutions including natural history museums, aquariums, research facilities and
botanical gardens.

The Department is seeking approval to submit a grant application for the South Los Angeles
Wetlands Nature Education Project. requesting up to $7 million for the development of a nature
education center to compliment the soon to be completed South Los Angeles Wetland Park
project.

Additionally, the Department has partnered with the L.A. Parks Foundation and the Friends of
the Cabrillo Marine Aquarium (FCMA) in the preparation of 2 grant applications on behalf of
the Department. The first of these grant applications will be submitted by the L.A. Parks
Foundation, requesting $7 million, for the Griffith Park Horticultural Learning Center Project.
The grant funds will be used to re-establish a working nursery for the Department. to include
education and horticulture training spaces, demonstration areas, plant and tree exhibit and
propagation areas for community and staff on 11 acres in Los Angeles' historic Griffith Park. As
part of the Horticulture Learning Center, funds will also be used to replace and rebuild new
greenhouses, rebuild office and classroom spaces, upgrade infrastructure, replace shade planting
structure, upgrade storage areas, replace perimeter fencing. and develop a visitors and staff
parking area.

The FCMA will submit the second of these grant applications, a $7 million grant request for the
Cabrillo Marine Aquarium Exhibit Improvement and Phase II Expansion Project. The funds will
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be used to improve and update all exhibits in the Susanne Lawrenz-Miller Exhibit Hall,
including the life support system for the live animal exhibits and associated related infrastructure
improvements. The project will also involve completion of the Phase Il expansion project,
which includes spaces for the FCMA Ocean Outreach Program, exhibit preparation and gift
shop. The Department is seeking Board approval in support of these 3 projects.

Proposition 84 Grant Guidelines state that grantees must operate and maintain the projects for a
requisite number of years, based on the grant award. The land tenure requirement is 20 years, for
grant awards up to $1 million, and 30 years, for grant awards in excess of $1 million. Upon
successful award and completion of these projects by the L.A. Parks Foundation and FCMA, it is
intended that the City's partnering agencies will transfer the grant responsibilities to the
Department, including operations and maintenance obligations, subject to approval of said
transfer by State Parks. State Parks requires a City Council Resolution be submitted with the
grant application packages acknowledging the City’s intent to accept the transfer of grant
responsibilities, should these projects be awarded funding (Attachment Nos. 2 and 3). A similar
resolution from the governing bodies for the L.A. Parks Foundation and FCMA, acknowledging
the transfer, is also required.

FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT:

There is no anticipated fiscal impact on the Department’s General Fund for the completion of
these projects. However, future operations and maintenance costs after project completion have
yet to be fully assessed.

That the Board adopt a Resolution authorizing the City Controller to reimburse the Department’s
budgetary accounts for salaries and related expenses by transfer expenditure from the
Department’s budgetary accounts to the appropriate Recreation and Parks Grant Fund accounts,
Departmental Capital Improvement accounts, other Special Accounts, City General Fund Capital
accounts for Departmental projects, and the Recreation and Parks Municipal Recreation Program
Fund (MRP) for Fiscal Year 2010-2011.

SUMMARY:

Fees are collected from participants to pay for programming in sports, classes, childcare,
camping, special events, and additional hours of operation on a facility-by-facility basis. The
salaries for staff who run these programs are paid initially from the Department’s operating
budget. Adoption of this resolution will authorize the Chief Accounting Employee to request the
Controller to reimburse the Department’s budgetary accounts. Reimbursement comes from the
Municipal Recreation Program Accounts into which the fees are deposited.

The Department manages many capital improvement projects and grant programs which provide
funds for salaries and related expenses. These funds are used to employ personnel who
administer these projects. In addition, many of these capital projects are constructed and/or
installed by Department forces. Their salaries and related expenses are paid from the
Department’s budgetary accounts. It is necessary to transfer these expenditures to the
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appropriate accounts on a periodic basis so that the Department’s budgetary accounts are not

overspent. The yearly resolution will avoid the necessity of many separate Board actions.

FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT:

The Department’s General Fund would be depleted without reimbursement of expenses from the
Recreation and Parks Grant Fund accounts, Departmental Capital Improvement accounts, other
Special Accounts, City General Fund Capital accounts for Departmental projects, and the
Recreation and Parks Municipal Recreation Program Fund that should actually be charged for
these expenses.
