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RECOMMENDATION: 

That the Board accept the following donation as noted in the Summary of this Report, and that 
appropriate recognition be given to the donor. 

SUMMARY: 

The United States Tennis Association (USTA) in conjunction with American Express 
(collectively referred to as "Donors"), has donated improvements to the tennis courts at Jackie 
Taturn Harvard Recreation Center. The donation is made as a part of the "Fresh Courts" 
program, which provides donations to community groups and government entities to support the 
promotion of sports in an effort to increase youth sports participation (specifically in tennis) and 
to provide positive social change in the area of fitness. 

Consistent with the Fresh Courts program's goal to provide better conditions for youth to 
participate in tennis, the donors will donate enhancements and the required labor for such 
enhancements valued at $50,000 to the Department of Recreation and Parks (Department). The 
Donors have contracted directly with Zaino Tennis Courts, Inc., a company which was selected 
through a competitive bid process conducted by the Donors. The improvements scheduled to be 
made are resurfacing and re-striping of the courts as well as lowering the dividing fences to the 
six feet high. A temporary Right-Of-Entry (ROE) permit was issued at the region level to 
facilitate the improvements.
