RECOMMENDATIONS: 

That the Board: 

I .  Approvc the proposed Agreement ("Agreement"), substantially in the form on file in 
the Board Office, between the City of Los Angeles ("City"), the Los Angeles Parks 
Foundation ("LAPF") and The People's Games, LLC. ("TPG"), setting forth the 
terms and conditions for the planni11g and implementation of inaugural progran~ming 
under "The People's Games", consisting initially of an amateur level basketball 
competition bctween the City of Los Angeles ("Team-LA") and City of New York 
("Team-NYC"), subject to the approval of the Mayor and of the City Attorney as to 
form; 

3 -. Direct the Departn~ent of Recreation and Parks' ("RAP") Chief Financial Officer to 
identify the appropriate fund and account into which to deposit funds up to, and not 
exceeding, the amount of $50,000, to be provided incren~entally by LAPF to 
reimburse RAP for TJ'G program-related expenses incurred through RAP'S 
participation in The People's Games inaugural basketball competition and any prize 
winnings; 
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Direct tlie Board Secretary to transmit the proposed Agreenient, to the Mayor in 
accordance with Executive Directive No. 3, and concurrently to the City Attorney for 
review as to form; and, 

4. Authorize the Board President and Secretary to execute the Agreement upon receipt 
of necessary approvals. 

TPG, a State of Delaware Limited Liability Corporation established by Mr. Terry Jastrow, 
Founder of Jastrow Productions, and Mr. Arniyan Bernstein, Founder of Beacon Pictures, has 
approached the LAPF and RAP (collectively referred to herein as "Parties") with a unique 
proposal ("The Game Plan"), attached hereto as Exhibit A, for the planning and iniplenientation 
of a new brand of sport 111 the United States: "The People's Ganies". The People's Ganies is an 
original and unique concept which if inipleniented, will provide an opportunity for the coninion 
people, such as but not limited to, school teachers, emergency personnel, custodians, 
administrators, steel workers, doctors, postmen, and even the unemployed, to represent the city 
in wliicli they reside in a niajor competition against other niajor cities around the United States. 
The potential for growth that The People's Ganies possesses is beyond measure; expansion of 
sports aiid activities, internet piiblication and video streaming on websites such as "YouTube", 
and tlirougli measured success, possibly television as further described by TPG in Exhibit A. 

The proposed Agreenient will set forth the terms and conditions for the planning process and the 
implementation of the inai~gural competition which is to be in the sport of basketball. The cities 
selected to compete in tliis first competition are the City of Los Angeles represented by "Teani- 
LA", and the City of New York, represented by "Team-NYC". Although the LAPF and RAP 
will each contribute aiid have certain responsibilities under the proposed Agreenient, TPG has 
pledged to fillid tlie planning and iniplenientation of The People's Ganies at their sole cost aiid 
expense. 

While the initial conipetition shall be i11 the sport of basketball, the idea is for TPG to expand the 
scope of its prograniming in the future to other sports (soccer, baseball, volleyball, etc.) and 
other forms of competition (singing, dance, spelling-bee, etc.. .), providing said opportunity to 
people of all sorts of backgrounds, experience, interests, and social status. With the success of 
tliis inaugural competition, the potential for expansion is great. However, at this tinie the scope 
of the proposed Agreement focuses solely on basketball, but does allow for future planning 
discussions among tlie Parties for the possible execution of an amendment to the proposed 
Agreement, or the execution of a subsequent agreement. 
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The intent is for The People's Games (also referred to herein as "Programming") to provide the 
opportunity for any "Regular Joe" to possibly have a second chance at being a part of something 
big involving the sport or activity they love; to live out their dreanl of con~peting in "the majors", 
-just like the professionals (practice, travel, play, etc.); all in pursuit of the sweet taste of victory, 
while representing their people, and their City. In the realm of sports, Progra~nnling will 
recapture the way sports used to be played, when athletes competed not for money or fame (as 
with niany of today's professional athletes), but rather competing for the love of the game, with 
heart, passion, and teamwork; the way non-professionals currently play in school yards, park 
playgrounds, dirt lots and on the street. 

In addition to traveling from city to city like Division-1 National Collegiate Athletic Association 
(NCAA) athletes and professional athletes, and to further tlie high level feel, legitimacy, and 
exposure of The People's Games, TPG intends to contract with prominent figures from a 
particular sport or activity, to coach the conipeting teanis prior to (practices) and during the 
competition (games). I11 this case where the competition will be in the sport of basketball, TPG 
has been in discussions witli Coach Mike Dunleavy, fornier Head Coach of the Los Angeles 
Lakers, Milwaukee Bucks, Portland Trailblazers, and most recently Los Angeles Clippers. 
During preliminary exploratory discussions among TPG and RAP staff, other potential coaches 
mentioned are Elgin Baylor, Kareem Abdul-Jabbar, and Norni Nixon. The selected Head Coach 
will coordinate and select tlie Team-LA assistant coaches. TPG has coniniitted to contract witli 
and compensate the Team-LA Head Coach and staff, at 110 expense to the City. 'The proposed 
Prograniming is further described in The Game Plan proposal attached hereto as Exhibit-A. 

Upon approval of the proposed Agreement, TPG will coordinate and hold a press co~iference to 
introduce the public to Prograni~iiing, and announce the launch of the inaugural basketball 
conipetition between Team-LA and Teanl-NYC. TPG is presently in discussions with the 
Mayor's Office to contirni the Mayor's availability. The plan is to hold simultaneous media 
cvcnts in Los Angeles and New York, witli the intent of having Mayor Antonio Villaraigosa 
appearing in Los Angeles and Mayor Michael R. Blooniberg appearing in New York; eacli being 
telecasted live and appearing on respective video screens at each press event location, so eacli 
can see and interact with tlie other during tlie niedia event; basically to "talk smack" at each 
other. The specific details and logistics for tlie press conference will be determined among TPG, 
the mayors' staff of both cities, and a public relations tirni under contract with TPG. TPG will 
contract witli the public relations tirni at TPG's sole cost and expense. The Mayor of each city 
will be introduced in order to, ( i )  announc: the launch of The People's Games in his respective 
city, ( i i )  present the "Team LA" and "Team NYC" coaches, and (iii) take questions from the 
press. All inforniation needed for the public's participation will be provided, including 
contestant qualification requirements, registration inforniation, tryout schedules and locations, 
practice requirements and information, and game schedules. The date being considered for the 
media event and initial The People's Ganies announcenient, as niutually determined by Parties, 
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is February 28, 201 1. If necessary, an alternate date niay be selected, subject to the mutual 
approval of Parties. 

Concurrently with the press announcements in Los Angeles and New York, TPG will launch its 
new website which will be fully functional on the date of the press conference so complete 
information about the Programming is readily available as the press conference is occurring, 
including how to sign up and register for tryouts. The People's Games website will have all 
information fully updated in real time over tlie course of the iniplenientation process, from the 
initial press announcements through practice periods and leading up to and during the actual 
competitions. The website will provide such inforniation as contestant registration inforniatiou, 
tryout and practice schedules, ganie schedules and results, player profiles and statistics, press 
releases, etc. I11 addition, Parties will attenipt to link certain City websites to The People's 
Ganies website, including the official City website, the Mayor's website, the RAP website, 
LAPF website and the EXPO Center website, subject to necessary City approvals and 
connectivity. 

Tryouts: For this ina~~gural basketball competition, Teani-LA players will be selected through a 
series of open tryouts held at tlie following six (6) RAP park sites: 

1 Park Site I Address I Community Council RAP 1 

1 .  Pan Pacific Park 

2. Westwood Park 

3. Expo Center 

I t  is anticipated that there will be a huge turnout of applicant-contestants for tlie Team-LA tryout 
cvents, and because tlie Progra~iiming's intent is partly to attract a wide range of people from 
various backgrounds, cultures, and social status, ~nultiple park sites citywide were considered, 
primarily tliose which staff felt were ~iiost representative of the City of Los Angeles. After close 
consideration, tlie above 6 park sites were selected for the Teani-LA tryouts. These were 
selected because of tlieir geographic locations, occupant capacity, nuniber of basketball courts,

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and overall condition. Parties also agreed that the location of each site niust be located in areas 
of the City that are readily accessible by vehicle, mass transit, or foot. 

The dates for tlie Team-LA player tryout and selection process are as follows: 

A. Open Tryout - Sunday, March 13, 20 1 1, from 9ani to 9pni. 
Opcn tryouts shall bc conducted at the 6 park sites listed above. To acconiniodate those 
applicant-contestants not able to attend a tryout in person, TPG will allow the applicant- 
contestant to submit a video tryout via Tlie People's Games website, denionstrating tlie 
contestant's skill level by performing certain drills maneuvers and basketball shot 
selections (to be deterniined by TPG) in the same manner and tinie franie as those to be 
trying out in person. At tlie conclusion of the Open Try-Out, Team-LA Coachcs, RAP 
staff, and TPG staff will reduce the number of applicant-contestants down to one hundred 
(100) prospects. Those 100 prospects that survive the first cut and are invited to return to 
the Second Stage Try-Out will be notified via email and phone call. The list of 100 
names will also be posted on The People's Games website. The contestants who do not 
survive tlie initial cut will be notified via eniail or phone with a thankful 
acknowledgement for participating. 

B. Second Stage Tryout - Sunday, March 20, 20 1 I ,  froni 9ani to 6pni. 
Tlie Second Stage Try-Out sliall be conducted at Pan Pacific Park. The Team-LA 
Coaches and RAP staff will then reduce the number of prospects froni the 100 invited 
froni thc Open Try-Out, to forty (40) finalists to be invited to the Final Stage Try-Out. 
TPG staff will interview the 40 finalists to verify qualifications and ensure legitimacy of 
cacli, and begin obtaining additional background information and personal stories. 

C. Final Stagc Tryout - Sunday. March 27, 201 1 ,  froni 9am to 6pm. 
EXPO Center shall be the location of the Final Stage Try-Out. The nuniber of 
contestants shall bc reduced froni 40 finalists to the final Teani-LA squad of fifteen (1 5) 
players. 

Following tlie conclusion of tlic tlircc Try-Out events, the selected players of Team LA and 
Team NYC will be announced in a formal event to be determined by tlie Parties. Tlie Parties 
liavc agreed tliat tlic specific event dctails and logistics for the announcenient of the Team-LA 
and Teani-NYC players will be determined in the future. 

Practiccs: Both teams will practice in preselected neighborhoods in their respective cities during 
tlie month of April. Tlic practice schedule for Teani LA shall be determined by Teani LA 
Coaclies, Team LA players, TPG staff, and RAP staff, in accordance with practice sitc 
availability. 
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Ganies: The Programming's initial conipetition will consist of a best-of-three (3) ganie 
basketball series ("Competition"), siniilar to tlie National Basketball Association playoffs. The 
Mayors of each competing City will flip a coin and tlie winner of the coin flip will have tlie 
choice of hosting either Ganie #I or Game #2 and Game #3 (if necessary.) The winner of the 
Co~iipetitio~i will be that teani which is the first to win two (2) ganies out of the three gallie 
series. Tlie ganies to be played in Los A~igeles will be played at a site or sites mutually 
determined by TPG and RAP staff: 

Tlie tollowi~ig is a tentative schedule for tlie Conipetition between Teani LA and Teani NYC: 

Saturday, April 30, 201 1 - Travel and Practice. 
Si~nday, May 1 ,  20 1 1 - Game # 1 .  
Monday, May 2, 201 I - Travcl/Practicc. 
Tuesday, May 3, 20 1 1 - Game #2. 
Wednesday, May 4, 20 I 1 - Game #3 (if necessary. 

Co~isideration and Grand Prize: TPG lias agreed, pursuant to the terms and co~iditio~is of thc 
proposed Agreement, to pay LAPF consideration in the amount of Thirty Thousand Dollars and 
No Ce~its ($30,000), through three equal payments of Ten Thousand Dollars and No Cents 
($10,000) in mid-February, mid-March, and mid-April, 201 1. These funds are to be used to 
reimburse RAP for costs incurred by RAP through its participation in the Prograniniing. I11 

addition, as an i~ice~itive for each respective City's participation in the People's Ganies, TPG 
agrees to pay tlie City that wins tlie Conipetition (first to win 2 ganies) an additional Twc~ity 
Thousand Dollars and No Cents ($20,000). Thus tlie winning City will receive Fifty Thousand 
Dollars and No Cents ($50,000) and the non-winning City will receive $30,000. 

Altlioi~gli tlie tern1 or duration of tlie proposed Agreement is o~i ly one ( I )  year, the intent is for 
this relationship to grow witli thc expansion of tlie Programming into other sports and activities, 
potentially creating a valuable revenue stream for the City. Followi~ig the conclusion of the 
basketball competitio~l, staff will review tlie results and evaluate if it is i n  the City's best interest 
to co~itinuc tlic relatio~~sliip with TPG beyond tlie initial 1 year tern1 of tlic Agreement. 

Staff lias detcr~iiincd that tlie issuance of tlie proposed Agreement is for tlie operation of 
recreational programming at an existing park facility involving negligible or no expansion of use 
and, therefore, is exempt froni tlie provisions of tlie California Enviro~inie~ital Quality Act 
(CEQA) pursuant to Article 111, Section 1,  Class I (14) of the City CEQA Guidelines. 
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FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT: 

The proposed Agreement will not have any inipact on the Department's General Fund, as TPG 
Programming costs shall be paid by TPG, at no cost to the City. RAP staff costs associated with 
RAP'S participation in proposed Prograniniing shall be reimbursed by LAPF through funding 
provided by TPG.

Overview 

THE PEOPLE'S GAMES is a new brand of sport in America. It is an 
original and unique concept which provides an opportunity for the common 
man to represent their city in sporting competition against rival cities. It's 
an opportunity for real people ... teachers, taxi drivers, policemen, jarritors, 
waiters, etc.. .to live out their dream of playing in a big time sporting event, 
representing their fan-lily, neighborhood, and city in pursuit of the thrill of 
victory. 

THE PEOPLE'S GAMES recaptures the way sports used to be ... when it 
was about heart, passion, and teamwork ...p layed by people of varying 
backgrounds, race, religion, and social status.. .in short, when people 
played for "the love of the game", not for nioney or fame. 

Unlike other competitions, players on a team must come from the city for 
which they play. THE PEOPLE'S GAMES are the antithesis of professional 
sports. 

Competitors will be selected through citywide sign ups, grassroots tryouts 
and competitions in neighborhoods, districts, and/or boroughs to create a 
team which reflects and represents the city. That city's team competes 
against a rival city's team, sin-~ilarly comprised. 

THE PEOPLE'S GAMES will be launched with a basketball competition 
between the cities of New York and Los Angeles in the spring of this year, 
and will quickly grow with other sports and spread to other cities throughout 
the United States, and soon thereafter to other great cities of the world. 

This new brand of sport will eventually provide a significant amount of 
original content programming for selected internet sites, social networking, 
TV broadcasters, phone apps, etc. 

THE PEOPLE'S GAMES is about the people, as much as it is the games. 
For those who believe the best ideas can be stated simply, it's ... "the 
common man playing the most popular sports.. .meets reality TV.. .and 
living in a robust, inter-cor~nective comniunity online". 



While THE PEOPLE'S GAMES will be launched with sporting events, the 
concept is applicable to any and all forms of competition .. .  i.e., singing, 
dancing, spelling, etc.

Selection of Competitors & Coaches 

Working in cooperation with the City of Los Angeles Department of 
Recreation & Parks, and the New York City Department of Parks & 
Recreation, here is the method we will use to determine the 
competitorslteams: 

Qualification - entrant must be eighteen or older, a c~~r ren t  resident 
of the city, and have never played professionally in the sport for which 
they're attempting to qualify. Otherwise, everyone is eligible 
regardless of gender, race, religion, sexual persuasion, perceived 
ability, etc., keeping in mind we are looking for the best 20 amateur 
basketball players in each city.

Coaches, city reps, and THE PEOPLE'S GAMES staff will 
welcome entrants and conduct sign up and tryouts at each 
location. A "bulk" cut will reduce the entrants down to 100 ... the 
best 100 amateur basketball players in the city. 

Open tryouts are scheduled for Sunday, March 13. 

4. Second stage tryouts, Sunday, March 20. Coaches, city reps, and 
THE PEOPLE'S GAMES staff will put .those who survive the initial 
cut through various drills and scrimmages to determine which 40 
players will be invited back for the final cut.

6. Each team will reflect the profile of the city's population, with 
specific regard to geography, race, religion and econorr~ic status.

Basketball - full court, indoor and outdoor, 20 players ... I 5  team 
members and 5 alternates 
Track - all classic individual and relay events 
Baseball - hardball, aluminum bats, 7 inning games, 20 players.. . I 5  
team members.. .5 alternates 
Soccer - field shorter and narrower, 20 players ... 15 team 
members.. .5 alternates 



Football - full contact (helmets & pads), 30 players ... 25 team 
members.. .5 alternates 

Note: complete THE PEOPLE'S GAMES n-lles for each sport will be 
provided. 

OFFICIALS: THE PEOPLE'S GAMES will hire qualified officials. While 
THE PEOPLE'S GAMES competitions will be played under conventional 
rules, the officials will call the event "looser" than college or professional 
competitions. The adherence to rules will be more reflective of playground 
conipetition than organized professional leagues, and yet officials will 
insure good sportsmanship and penalize heavily when flagrant fouls or 
fights occur. 

CHEERLEADERS: Like the competitors, cheerleaders for THE PEOPLE'S 
GAMES will be selected through a process of sign ups, tryouts and 
interviews and will reflect .the city population at large. 

VENUES: In order to deliver on the promise of providing the common man 
an opportul-~ity to fulfill a dream, our intention is to play many of THE

Center and St. John's Carnesseca Arena.

Subject to venue availability, lighting, and content programming needs, all 
events will be played at night, starting at 8:OOpm local time.

SUMMARY: 

The City of Los Angeles, Departments of Public Works, and Recreation and Parks propose to 
construct the Benny Potter Park (W.O. #E170486F) project. The project is designed to inlprove 
greening, irrigation, picnic area, path with outdoor fitness stations within Department of 
Recreation and Parks owned property. Benny Potter Park is located at 2327 West 24"' Street, 
Los Angeles, CA 900 18. This portion of the park is known as the annex. 
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A Benny Potter Park Local Volunteer Neighborhood Oversight Committee (LVNOC) was 
fornied to give input 011 potential designs that would implement the Proposition K scope of work. 
The proposed project is funded by Proposition K. The developnient of the proposed project is 
expected to provide additional recreational amenities at the existing comniunity park. The 
proposed action would maximize the use of the City's Proposition K funds for recreational 
developnient. 

The Benny Potter Park (W.O. #E170486F) project is a 0.6-acre day-use park. The roposed ,P improvenients will be iniplemented in the park annex in the northeast quadrant of 2" Avenue 
and 24'" Street. Once completed, the park would be operated and maintained by the Department. 

The Bureau of Engineering prepared the final plans and specifications for the current phase. As 
required under the Proposition K - L.A. for Kids Program, three (3) LVNOC meetings have been 
held, and the LVNOC has approved the scope of this project. 

Plans and specifications provide for the following scope: 

Demolition, site preparation and grading 
Installation of new pernieable paving walkways. 
Installation of new concrete paving and headers. 
Installation of new decomposed granite paving. 
Installation of new picnic tables, barbecues and drinking fountain. 
Installation of new pre-fabricated metal picnic shelter. 
Installation of solar-powered security lighting. 
l~istallation of new irrigation system. 
Installation of new trees, shrubs and lawn. 
installation of fitness equipment. 

Funding will be drawn from the funding sources listed below:

The City Engineer's estin~ate for the construction cost of the Benny Potter Park project is 
$425.750. 
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It has been the policy of this Board to require that the prime contractor on construction projects 
perform a minimum of 50% of the work for the project, as measured by the base bid price. It is 
proposed that the Board reduce the prime contractor's participation requirement from 50% to 
20% on this project. This should help attract a broader range of prime contractors, thus creating 
a more inviting and competitive bidding environment for this project. Also, it should create 
more conlpetitive pricing anlong the subcontractors providing bids to the prime contractors. 

In accordance with the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act, staff has 
determined that the proposed improven~ents will not have a significant impact on the 
environment. This project has been determined to be Categorically Exempt per City CEQA 
Guidelines Article 111, Section l(k), Class 1 l(3) (accessory structures). A Notice of Exemption 
was filed with the Los Angeles City Clerk's Office on July 1 1 ,  2008, and posted by the County 
Clerk's Office on July 1 1, 2008. 

The bid package has been approved by the City Attorney's Office.

SUMMARY: 

Submitted are final plans and specifications for the North Hollywood Multi-purpose 
Intergenerational Center at Tiara Street - New Building and Landscape project, located at 1 1480 
West Tiara Street, Los Angeles, CA 9 160 1. This is a Proposition K Year 1 and Year 2 project. The 
Bureau of Engineering Architectural Division prepared the building plans for this project, and the 
Department of Recreation and Parks Planning and Construction prepared the grading and landscape 
plans. The City Engineer's estimated total construction cost is $2,300,000. 

The undeveloped 1.56 acre site is located at the intersection of Tiara Street and Lankershim 
Boulevard. The North Hollywood Multi-purpose Intergenerational Center at Tiara Street - New 
Building and Landscape (PRJ 1534B) (W.O. #El 70240F) project will consist of construction of a 
new 2,100 square foot, one-story wood framed building with a multi-purpose room, lobby area, 
storage and equipment rooms, restrooms, staff officelranger sub-station, and break room. The 
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building will have fire sprinklers throughout for fire life safety protection. Landscaping and outdoor 
anlenities include a children's play area with rubberized surfacing, decomposed granite walking 
paths, new turf areas, a trellis, benches, ganiing tables, solar powered lighting, outdoor fitness 
exercise equipnient stations, picnic tables, drinking fountain, landscaping, irrigation, shade structure, 
perimeter fencing. a trash enclosure, and a new asphalt concrete parking lot to acconiniodate up to 
19 vehicles. 

The outdoor exercise equipment, shade structure, rubberized surfacing, children's play equipment, 
and solar powered lighting will be conipleted by City vendors and are to be excluded in the 
contractors' base bid proposal for tlie construction project. However, during tlie course of 
construction, sliould Recreation and Parks or tlie Bureau of Engineering determine that the work can 
be conipleted more efticiently by the contractor, then tlie work will be added to the contract as extra 
work.

To ensure the quality and to 111eet the standards for construction of City pools, all bidders will be 
required to complete and submit " Pool Contractor's Mininium Qualitications - Experience with 
Pirblic Swininiing Pools Co~~st ruct io~~"  forms as part of their bids, as instructed in the bid package. 
The Pool Contractor must have constructed at least five public pools for government agencies within 
the last six years that are coniparable to this project. 
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I t  has been tlie policy of this Board to require that the prinie contractor on construction projects 
perform a iiiiiiiniuni of 50% of the work for the project, as measured by the base bid price. It is 
proposed that the Board reduce the prinie contractor's participation requirement froni 50% to 20% 
on this project. This should help attract a broader range of prime contractors, thus creating a more 
inviting and competitive bidding environment for this project. Also, it should create more 
competitive pricing among the specialty pool subcontractors providing bids to the prinie contractors.

SUMMARY: 

The dilapidated Valley College Bridge overcrossing the Tujunga Wash between Oxnard Street 
and Burbank Boulevard, just east of Los Angeles Valley College, was demolished on October 2, 
2008 by staff of the Department of Recreation and Parks (RAP) and its on-call sub-contract 
vendor in preparation for the construction of a new, solar lit, pedestrian bridge to be spearheaded 
by SPARC as part of its efforts to restore "The Great Wall of Los Angeles" niural along the 
Tujuriga Wash within the subject reach. 
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SPARC has entered into various agreements with both the Los Angeles County Flood Control 
District (LACFCD) and the City of Los Angeles to enable it to restore the mural and to design 
and build a new, solar power-lit, pedestrian bridge with interpretive stations located on the 
bridge. The RAP Board has previously approved the agreements, along with a conceptual plan 
for the new bridge (Board Report No. 07-8 1). 

SPARC, with the assistance of its consultant, WHY Architecture, have completed the 
construction docun~ents. The new pedestrian bridge will be a single span, steel girder, composite 
concrete and steel decked bridge measuring approximately 100 feet in length and 13 feet in 
width. I t  will be supported by 30 inch diameter concrete piles on both ends of the bridge. Above 
the bridge is a nietal roof structure to support future photovoltaic cells to light the bridge. 

Approvals and permits have been obtained from the US Army Corp of Engineers and LACFCD. 
RAP'S Planning and Construction has also reviewed the construction documents, as has staff of 
the Department of Public Works, Bureau of Engineering (BOE). It is recommended to the 
Department of Recreation and Park Board of Commissioners (Board) to approve the plans and 
specifications for the Los Angeles Valley College Bridge project and to authorize SPARC to 
proceed to bid, award, and construction of the project. 

SPARC lias secured funding for the project through grants from the California Cultural 
Historical Endowment and Santa Monica Mountains Conservancy totaling $1.665 million, with a 
~iiatching fund froni the City's Sites and Facilities in the not-to-exceed amount of $297,400. 

In conipliance with the California Environniental Quality Act (CEQA), staff lias determined that 
the proposed co~istruction will have no significant impact on the environment. A Notice of 
Exemption (NOE) was filed with the Los Angeles City Clerk's office on December 18, 2006 and 
posted by the County Clerk's office on December 18, 2006. Subsequently, another NOE was 
filed on July 16, 201 0 for a modified project scope for display lighting. 

FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT: 

There is no anticipated fiscal inipact to the Department's General Fund. All funds are provided 
by the above-listed funding sources as specifically identified and approved for use on this 
project.

SUMMARY: 

The Hansen Dam Phase 11 - Ranger Station, Proposition K construction project, was awarded to 
GSD on June 17,2009 (Board Report No. 09-169). Funds were obligated prior to the end of fiscal 
year 2008-09 by way of an executed MOU in order to avoid loss of the funds. The MOU aniount of 
$4,650,000 was a budgetary figure provided to GSD and was not based upon a cost estiniate 
developed by GSD. It was recognized that the MOU would have to be amended to reflect the total 
construction cost, at the time of conipletion of plans and specifications for the project. 

The scope of this project consists of the construction of a new single story 4,600 square foot 
building. The building will include offices for the park rangers, a visitor center including the entry 
point for tlie patrons of Hansen Dam campgrounds and equestrian trails, public restrooms, a 
community meeting room, a conim~~nication center, lunch room and storage. The project will 
include park ranger and visitor parking, road in~provements including reconfiguration of the park 
entrance to monitor site access, site grading and landscaping, and new utility connections including 
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an extension of the sewer line. The building roof line will extend beyond the building envelop 
providing a shade structure covering most of the front lawn to allow for outdoor events to be held 
comfortably. 

GSD has now completed a cost estimate in the amount of $6,542,53 1 including a 10% contingency 
in the amount of $594,776. Advanced written approval in the form of an executed change order of 
the BOE Project Manager will be required for any use of the contingency funds by GSD. 

BOE therefore reconlnlends that the Department of Recreation and Park Conlmissioners approve the 
Agreement and upon its execution, with the assistance of the CAO, to facilitate the necessary City 
Council approval to appropriate and transfer funds in the amount of $1,892,53 1 into GSD accounts.

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SUMMARY: 

Tlie Mid-Valley Multi-Purpose Center site is located at 9540 North Van Nuys Boulevard, Van Nuys, 
CA 91402 between Plutnber Street and Vesper Avenue. The project is a Specified Proposition K 
project with the following scope of work, "acquire land and construct a new senior center and niulti- 
purpose intergcnerational center." 

Tlie property was acquired in 1997 and the building renovation was completed in 2001. During the 
project's transition froni the contractor to the City, tlie building was vandalized, con~pletely 
destroying all improvements made to the building. The building was boarded-up and needed an 
additional $1,300,000 to $14,000,000 to repair the damages, and bring the building and property to a 
itseablc state. Recreation and Parks also expressed operational concerns over the eventual use oftlie 
building, as the former convalescent home which was partially renovated under the original project, 
is ill-suited as a multipurpose center. Given tlie financial situation and operational problems with 
the facility, tlie facility remained unoccupied. Reference Council File # 03-0068. 

Although the building is boarded-up and has a perimeter chain link fence, it has been vandalized 011 

multiple occasions over tlie years since the project was abandoned, and poses a safety issue. 
Recently, additional funds were approved for the project under Council File # 10-1099. which 
allows for the project to move forward as follows. 

Tlie new project is proposed to be developed in two phases. Phase I is the building deniolition, 
which includes the abatement of hazardous niaterials including asbestos and lead base paint from tlie 
existing building, the deniolition of the existing 30,0000 square feet single story structure aiid 
basement, and the backfill and soil compaction of the basement area to nieet the adjacent grade 
elevations. Phase I1 is tlie construction of the new facility, which includes a single story structure 
that is approximately 2,500 square feet with two programming rooms: a senior room and a teen 
room; a staff office; lobby; restrooms; and a storage area; a parking area; and exterior improvements 
including landscape, irrigation, arid security lighting. 

I11 order to expedite the project and to allow it to niove forward while the new facility is in design, 
BOE recommends that tlie Phase I - Building Deniolition scope of work be awarded to GSD via an 
Mol l .  GSD has facilitated the demolition of various City buildings irnder tlie Proposition K 
Program and has successfully delivered the deniolition project within budget. Tlie estimated cost for 
the demolition of the building as described in the Phase I scope of work above is $659,72 1 .  

Funds for the Phase I - Building Deniolition project has been approved and transferred to GSD by 
tlie City Council under Council File No. 10- 1099. Therefore, while your approval of the award of 
the demolition work, via tlie reconimended MOU. is required, no funding actions are required under 
the auspices of this Report. 
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Upon execution of the MOLT, GSD will begin work upon the issuance o fa  1Votice-to-Proceed (NTP) 
for the project. Completion of demolition is estimated to take ninety (90) calendar days for the 
project. 

I11 accordance with the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), the 
proposed project has been determined to be Categorically Exempt pursuant to Article 111, Section

RECOMMENDATION: 

That the Board exercise the five (5) year option to renew Concession Agreement No. 250 
between the City of Los Angeles Department of Recreation and Parks and Event Network, Inc. 
for the operation and maintenance of the Griffith Observatory Bookstore and Gift Shop 
Concession. 

SUMMARY: 

The Griffith Observatory is located at 2800 East Observatory Road in Griffith Park. The 
Observatory opened in 1935 and is an icon of Los Angeles, a national leader in public 
astronomy, and one of Southern California's most popular attractions. 

In 2002, the Observatory building and grounds closed for a $93 million renovation and 
expansion and reopened in 2006. Part of the renovation was the creation of a bookstore and gift 
shop known as the "Stellar Emporium Gift Shop" (Gift Shop). The Gift Shop offers an array of 
Observatory insignia items, astronomy-related and space-themed books, gifts, clothing, toys, and 
other items. 

On May 18, 2005, the Board approved the award of a five (5) year Concession Agreement, with 
one five (5) year option to renew at the discretion of the Board, to Event Network, Inc., for the 
operation and maintenance of the Griffith Observatory Bookstore and Gift Shop Concession 
(Board Report No. 05-126). On April 5, 2006, the Council approved the award (Council File 
No. 06-033 I ) ,  and the Concession Agreement was executed on September 26,2006. 
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The contract will expire on September 25,201 1 unless the five (5) year option is exercised by the 
Board to extend the Concession Agreement to September 25,20 16. 

Event Network, Inc. (Concessionaire) has done an excellent job of operating and maintaining the 
gift shop, which is clean and attractive, well-stocked with quality merchandise, and run with a 
professional and friendly staff. 

In 2009, the Gift Shop generated $1,179,394 in gross receipts and paid $265,075 in rent to the 
Department. The Concessionaire consistently meets all contractual terms and conditions, 
including timely payment of rent and occupancy tax, and insurance requirements. 

Staff recommends that the Board exercise the five (5) year option in accordance with Section 4 
of Concession Agreement No. 250, which states: "The City will consider no more than one (1) 
renewal term of five (5) years provided that Concessionaire is in full compliance with its 
obligations under the contract upon the expiration of the initial term or any extensions thereof. 
Any renewal shall be at the sole discretion of the City, which will give the Concessionaire a 
preliminary notice of its willingness to renew not later than six (6) months prior to the end of the 
then current term." 

Exercising the five (5) year option will ensure that visitors to the Gift Shop receive uninterrupted 
services and that the Department will avoid a revenue shortfall. 

FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT: 

During the five-year term of the Concession Agreement, it is estimated that approximately 
$1,325,375 will be paid in rent to the Department. Of that amount, $1,192,837.50 will be 
deposited into the Department's General Fund and $132,537.50 will be deposited into the 
Concession Improvement Account (Fund 302, Department 89, Account 070K).

SUMMARY: 

The Greek Theatre is located at 2700 North Vermont Avenue in Griffith Park and has provided 
entertainment and cultural events to the public since it was officially dedicated in 1929. 

The Greek Theatre Concession (Concession) has been operated by Nederlander-Greek, Inc. 
(Concessionaire) under Concession Agreement Number 245 (Agreement) since May 21, 2002. 
The Agreement is due to expire on October 3 1,20 1 1. 
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In 2009, the Greek Theatre generated $16,498,7 13.00 in gross receipts, paid $1,214,442.48 in 
rent to the Department, and has consistently been the Department's highest revenue-producing 
non-golf concession. 

Because of the current economic environment, the downturn in the music concert industry 
(including a decline in audiences), and increased competition in the surrounding areas of Los 
Angeles and Orange Counties, gross revenues at the Concession have declined. 

To ensure that the Department receives the best and most competitive proposals for a new 
Concession Agreement for the operation and maintenance of the Concession, the Department 
seeks to hire an experienced and qualified consultant with expertise in the music concert industry 
to assist in developing a new RFP for the Concession, including, but not limited to, the following 
tasks: 

1. Assess the current condition of the music concert industry, specifically as it relates to the 
Concession; 

2. Submit a report detailing the best business practices for the Department regarding the 
Concession based on research and analysis into the current music concert industry; 

3. Survey stakeholders, including the surrounding community of the Greek Theatre, the 
Greek Theatre Advisory Committee, and Department staff, for input into a new RFP and 
Concession Agreement for the operation and maintenance of the Concession; 

4. Recommend terms and conditions for a new Concession Agreement; 

5. Identify potential proposers the Department should include in its solicitation for 
proposals; 

6. Draft a sample RFP upon which the Department can model its own RFP for the 
Concession; 

7. Assist the Department by providing a marketing plan and administering the RFP; 

8. Provide an RFP evaluation panel consisting of five to seven members with expertise in 
the music concert industry; and 

9. Assist the Department in recommending award of a new Agreement to the Board. 
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The Department believes that input from an experienced and qualified consultant with expertise 
in the music concert industry would greatly enhance the Department's ability to attract the best 
and most competitive proposals for the operation and maintenance of the Concession. 

The proposed contract with the selected consultant will be for a term of one year in order to 
provide the Department sufficient time to develop and release an RFP for the Greek Theatre 
Concession, receive and evaluate proposals, recommend award, and execute a new Concession 
Agreement with the selected proposer. 

In order to avoid a potential conflict of interest, the RFP informs all potential proposers that the 
selected consultant will be barred from submitting a proposal for the operation and maintenance 
of the Greek Theatre Concession. 

Evaluation Process 
Proposals will be evaluated in two Levels. Level I will be a check and review by staff for 
required compliance and submittal documents; Level I1 will be a comprehensive evaluation of 
the proposals by a panel that may include City and non-City employees. Proposers must 
successfully pass Level I to proceed to Level 11. 

RFP Evaluation Criteria Areas 
For the purposes of evaluation, the responsive proposals to Level I will be evaluated on the 
criteria below (Level 11): 

1) Background and Experience (30 points) 
2) Proposed Business Plan to Accomplish Scope of Work Requested (40 points) 
3) Proposed Cost of Services (30 points) 

The RFP documents will be advertised in several periodicals; available on the Department's 
website; and posted on the Los Angeles Business Assistance Virtual Network (BAVN). A 
conference will be held approximately one month after the release of the RFP in order to provide 
potential proposers with a review of the submittal documents and compliance documents. 

FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT: 

There is no impact to the General Fund as funding for this contract is provided in the Concession 
Improvement Account (Fund 302, Department 89, Account 070K).

SUMMARY: 

The Greek Theatre is located at 2700 North Vermont Avenue in Griffith Park and has provided 
entertainment and cultural events to the public since it was officially dedicated in 1929. 

Since beginning operations, the open-air amphitheatre has been host to a number of top musical 
acts such as Ray Charles, B. B. King, Tony Bennett, Bruce Springsteen, Sting, and Michael 
Buble. The venue also hosts the annual "Bach, Rock & Shakespeare" event, which allows 
students from the John Marshall High School Performing Arts Academy to showcase their talent, 
and has recently been the location for the "Scream" movie awards which honor the best in 
science fiction, fantasy, and horror films. 

The Greek Theatre Concession has been operated by Nederlander-Greek, Inc. (Concessionaire) 
under Concession Agreement Number 245 since May 21, 2002, and is due to expire on October 
31, 201 1. 

Pollstar, the touring industry magazine and website, has awarded the Greek Theatre "Best Small 
Outdoor Venue" every year since 2004 and named Rena Wasserman, the General Manager for 
the Greek Theatre, the 2009 "Facility Director of the Year". 

The Concessionaire has actively been involved with the community by maintaining a newsletter, 
having "IVeighbor Nights" events, and hosting monthly "coffee hour" community gatherings. 
The Concessionaire also hosts the Greek Theatre Advisory Committee monthly meetings during 
the season, which begins in April and ends in October, to discuss event activities in an open 
forum. Comments from the public have been positive and concerns have been addressed in a 
prompt manner. 

In 2009, the Greek Theatre generated $16,498,7 13.00 in gross receipts, paid $1,2 14.442.48 in 
rent to the Department, and has consistently been the highest revenue-producing non-golf 
concession. 

Over the past several years, revenue for the Greek Theatre has declined due to the current 
economic environment, the downturn in the concert touring industry, including a decline in 
audiences, and competition in the surrounding area. Between 2007 and 2010, gross revenue has 
declined by 38.58%, from $24,948,267 to $15,322,303 (Attachment A). 

In 2004, the average attendance for the Greek Theatre was 4,609 patrons per show. In 2008, the 
average attendance decreased by 8.4% to 4,224 patrons per show. The Concessionaire has been 
working on attracting more events to the venue, but competition nationwide, and particularly in 
the surrounding area, is making this task increasingly difficult. 
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According to Pollstar, gross revenues for the top 100 tours in North America have dropped 
seventeen percent (17%) during the first half of 2010, compared to revenues in the same time 
period in 2009. Ticket sales have declined nine percent (9%) from the same time period last 
year, resulting in the cancellation of several concerts by such top audience-draws as Cristina 
Aguilera, The Eagles, and Liza Minnelli. 

Pollstar also reports that promoters have experienced a significant decline in sales for ancillary 
items such as food, beverages (alcoholic and non-alcoholic), and merchandise. Such sales have 
also affected the Greek Theatre, where food and beverages sales have dropped from $3,757,345 
in 2007 to $2,019,247 in 20 10, a decline of 46.26%. 

In October 2007, the Nokia Theatre opened at the L.A. Live complex, which also houses music 
venues such as Staples Center, Club Nokia, and The Conga Room. The Nokia Theatre has a 
seating capacity of 7,100 patrons versus the Greek Theatre's capacity of 5,801 seats. Between 
November 2007 and November 2008, the Nokia Theatre grossed $3 1,3 19,346 in revenue and had 
444,425 patrons. 

The new music venue has successfully drawn business away from other similar venues such as 
the Greek Theatre, the Hollywood Bowl, the Gibson Amphitheatre, and numerous smaller 
venues at a time when the public is attending fewer concerts and spending less money at those 
concerts. 

Staff recommends approval of the proposed Third Amendment to Concession Agreement 
No. 245 with Nederlander-Greek, Inc. to extend the term for one year while a Request for 
Proposals (RFP) process is performed in order to receive the best possible proposals so the 
Department can enter into a long term agreement with an experienced and responsible operator, 
to ensure that a high level of continued service is provided to the public while the RFP process is 
performed, and to avoid a potential revenue shortfall to the Department. 

Charter Section 1022 
Los Angeles City Charter Section 1022 prohibits contracting out work that could be done by City 
employees unless the Board determines it is more economical and/or feasible to contract out the 

On October 12, 2010, the Personnel Department completed a Charter Section 1022 review 
(Attachment B) and determined that there are no City classifications with the expertise to 
perform essential aspects of the work, including the booking of musical and cultural acts and the 
ability to provide food and beverage services. It is, therefore, more feasible to secure these 
services through an independent contractor. 
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Charter Section 37 1 
As stated previously, due to the current economic environment, the downturn in the concert 
touring industry, including a decline in audiences, and competition in the surrounding area, a 
competitive bidding process is not practicable or advantageous to the City at this time. 

During the period of the contract extension, staff will identify an economic consultant with 
music-industry experience to assist in the development of a Request for Proposals (RFP), which 
will include input from industry experts, the community, and the Greek Theatre Advisory 
Committee. 

FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT: 

Approving the Third Amendment to extend the Concession Agreement will guarantee that the 
Department continues to receive a minimum of $1.2 million in rent from the Greek Theatre 
Concession, of which 90% ($1,080,000) will go to the Department's General Fund and 10% 
($1 20,000) to the Concession Improvement Account.

SUMMARY: 

On May 20, 2009, the Board approved the release of the Parkland Tree Trimming and Removal 
Services at Various City Parks and Facilities RFP in order to select a responsible contractor to enter 
into a one (1) year contract with two (2) one-year renewal options, to provide timely tree trimming 
and removal of unstable park trees on an as-needed basis (Board Report No. 09-1 38). 

The RFP was released on June 15,2009. The proposal conference was held on July 28,2009. The 
Department,received seven (7) proposals on September 22,2009: 
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Davey Tree Surgery Company 
International Environmental Corporation 
Mariposa Landscapes, Inc. 
So. Cal Tree Care, Inc. 
Travers Tree Service, Inc. 
Trimming Land Co., Inc. 
West Coast Arborists, Inc. 

Due to the economic downturn in 2009, and the uncertain reduction in Department expenditures 
through 2010, the RFP was placed on hold pending instructions from the Planning and Construction 
Division (Division). The Division has determined that it continues to be in the Department's best 
interest to move forward with the RFP. 

Since it has been sixteen (16) months since receipt of the proposals, and the pricing as submitted in 
the proposals received on September 22,2009, would need to be adjusted or guaranteed as submitted 
by the proposers, and due to staff reassignments where the analyst and supervisor previously 
assigned to the RFP are no longer in the Service Contracts Group, it is recommended that the 
proposals received on September 22, 2009 be rejected, the proposal deposits be returned and the 
RFP for Parkland Tree Trimming and Removal Services at Various City Parks and Facilities be re- 
released. 

The selected contractor will be utilized on projects funded with special funds, such as those using 
Proposition 40, Quimby Fees, and Golf Division Funds, allowing the Department's Forestry 
Division to use limited General Funds to reduce the existing back-log of emergency tree work at 
various RAP facilities.

Swim Program in the amount of $85,000, subject to the approval of the Mayor and the City

2. Direct Staff to submit the grant application to the Mayor, City Administrative Officer, and 
Chief Legislative Analyst for review and approval; and, 

3.  Authorize the General Manager to execute the resulting grant agreement, and any subsequent 
amendments thereto, pursuant to Administrative Code Section 14.6 et seq. as may be 
amended, on behalf of the City, subject to approval by the City Attorney as to form. 

SUMMARY: 

The Department is requesting permission to submit an application for and to accept the grant award, 
if awarded, from LA 84 in the amount of $85,000 for the Summer Swim Program 201 1. The 
Department and LA 84, working together, has conducted summer swim programs for more than 
twenty years. The goal of the program is to serve the entire City of Los Angeles by offering a 
positive opportunity for the participants' social and physical well-being, while increasing their 
knowledge of aquatic safety. 
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The grant provides two components: "scholarships" which provide for free swim lessons; and 
"sponsorships" which provide for participation on one of the aquatic competitive sports teams. 
Approximately, 1,200 youths, ages seven to seventeen, are projected to be served by this grant 
program. As a competitive component for the Summer Swim Program, qualified participants will be 
able to compete in any one of the following competitions: Summer Swim Festival, Diving Festival, 
Synchronized Swim Festival and/or the Water Polo Tournament. 

FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT: 

The acceptailce of this grant does not require a match and provides needed funding for additional 
aquatics services to youth. There is no fiscal impact to the Department's general fund except for 
staff time associated with processing of the grant application, an amount for which has yet to be 
determined.
