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RECOMMENDATIONS: 

That the Board: 

1. Authorize the General Manager to accept and receive the $5,000 grant award from the 
Montrose Settlements Restoration Program for the Cabrillo Beach Pier Fishing Program 2011, 
subject to Mayor and City Council approval; and, 

2. Direct staff to transmit forthwith this report to the Mayor and to the City Clerk for committee 
and City Council approval, pursuant to the Administrative Code Section 14.6 et seq. as  may be 
amended. 

SUMMARY: 

At its meeting of June 6,201 1 ,  the Board approved the retroactive submission of a competitive grant 
application to the Montrose Settlements Restoration Program for a grant in the amount of $5,000 to 
provide supplemental funding for the Cabrillo Beach Pier Fishing Program 201 1 (Board Report No. 
1 1 - 166). The Montrose Settlements Restoration Program notified the Department on May 16,201 1, 
that the Cabrillo Beach Pier Fishing Program received the $5,000 grant award. 

As a result, the Department is requesting authority to accept and receive the $5,000 grant award fiom 
the Montrose Settlements Restoration Program. Through the generosity of this grant program, the 
Cabrillo Beach Pier Fishing Program will provide campers with fishing equipment and instruction, 
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hands-on fishing, and partial transportation funding to and from the fishing site. The program is 
projected to serve 250 participants, who are comprised of youth, ages 8 to 16 years old, from the 
Department's summer day camps throughout the City of Los Angeles. 

FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT: 

The acceptance of this $5,000 grant will provide supplemental funding to provide quality summer 
camp recreation programming. A portion of the program, $1,600 for buses, is available in the 
Department's bus allocation in Fund 302, Department 88, Contractual Services 3040. There is no 
additional impact to the Department's General Fund.
