DIRECTIONS TO THE MARCH 23, 2011 MEETING OF
THE BOARD OF RECREATION AND PARK COMMISSIONERS

The next Meeting of the Board of Recreation and Park Commissioners will be held at Griffith Golf,
Banquet Room (Wilson/Harding), 4730 Crystal Springs Drive, Los Angeles, CA 90027. However,
as the Clubhouse does not have an actual address, the mailing address for all of Griffith Park is used
in its place. There are signs giving direction to the golf course, which is on Griffith Park Drive.
(Please note that it is the Wilson/Harding Golf Courses, not the Roosevelt/Los Feliz Golf Courses.)

Due to Department of Water and Power construction and detours on Crystal Springs Drive, the golf
course is not accessible from the Zoo Drive exit or Victory Boulevard exit on either the 5 freeway
or the 134 freeway.

From the 5 freeway, exit at Los Feliz (West). After exiting the freeway go west to the first street on
the right, Crystal Springs Drive. Turn right and continue on Crystal Springs Drive. Just past the
Ranger Station the street is closed for construction. There are signs directing you to turn left onto
Griffith Park Drive and continue on to the clubhouse. The golf course is no more than a mile farther
and the entrance is on the right.

From the 134 freeway, exit at Forest Lawn. Follow the detour signs through the park until you come
to the golf course entrance on the left.

Staff will be at the facility directing visitors to parking and the banquet room.
