RECOMMENDATIONS

1.  Authorize the Department of Recreation and Parks (RAP) to submit 15 Measure A grant
applications for capital projects as detailed in the attached project list (Attachment No. 1),
to County of Los Angeles Regional Park and Open Space District (RPOSD) and direct RAP
staff to report back to the Board of Recreation and Park Commissioners (Board) with the
final budgets and scopes for the projects;

2.  Direct RAP as the designated Grant Administrator for Measure A Grant Program to submit
this request to the L.A. For Kids Steering Committee in accordance with City Council
instructions (Council File 18-0611) and to the Mayor and City Council for approval pursuant
to Section 14.6(c) of the Los Angeles Administrative Code; and

3. Authorize RAP staff to make any technical adjustments to the Measure A applications as
necessary to carry out the intent of this Report.

SUMMARY

RAP respectfully requests the Board to authorize RAP to submit grant applications for 15
project scopes to the RPOSD, Measure A’s designated grantor. These 15 projects represent
the first phase of capital projects developed in accordance with the 3-year PIP. The RAP
staff has identified provisional grant scopes, but has not yet finalized the scopes or project
budgets. Once the RAP staff has finalized the scopes and budgets, the staff will return to the
Board with a request to approve the project budgets and scopes, including the site plans and
CEQA requirements, for the 15 projects and authority for the General Manager to accept the
grants if awarded. Once the Board accepts these projects, RAP staff will then implement the
projects which will include conducting community engagement and outreach in accordance
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with RPOSD requirements. RAP expects to submit grant applications by Spring 2020. RAP
anticipates these projects will be completed by the second half of 2020 to early 2021.

ATTACHMENT

The Attachment includes the proposed grant scopes for the 15 projects. It also provides the
total available annual allocation amount for Categories 1 and 2 for the entire study area. A
grant award may not exceed the total annual allocations available in its respective study area,
as accumulated from FY 2018-19 through FY 2019-20.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND

In 2016, Los Angeles County (County) voters approved Measure A, which provides the City
of Los Angeles formula-based annual allocations for capital improvement projects under
Community-based Park Investment Program (Category 1) and Neighborhood Parks, Healthy
Communities, & Urban Greening Program (Category 2); competitive grants for capital
improvement projects and recreational access programs under Natural Lands, Local
Beaches, Water Conservation and Protection (Category 3); Regional Recreation Facilities,
Multi-use Trails and Accessibility (Category 4); and additional competitive grants for Youth
and Veteran Job Training and Placement (Category 5) as well as Implementation, Operations
and Oversight Category. Additional annual allocations are available under Maintenance and
Servicing Program to offset Proposition A and Measure A funded capital projects. Funding
through the Measure A grant program will be generated in perpetuity through the collection
of a parcel tax, with an estimated total annual funding of $96.8 million across the County. In
October 2018, City Council designated the L.A. For Kids Steering Committee as the
administering entity for Measure A with RAP serving as the Grant Administrator (Council File
18-0611).

On April 2, 2019, Los Angeles City Council approved RAP’s Park Improvement Plan (PIP).
The PIP is a three-year planning tool which enables RAP to effectively manage capital
projects receiving Measure A annual allocation funding under Categories 1 and 2. The PIP
identified specific parks within City of Los Angeles’ 43 study areas to receive Measure A
funded capital improvement. To effectively develop and complete park projects identified by
the PIP, RAP will develop capital projects through a phased approach.

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT STATEMENT

Prior to project development, RAP will complete and certify the adequacy of the environmental
review in accordance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). The appropriate
CEQA documentation will be submitted for consideration when each grant-related project is
presented before the Board for final approval.
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FISCAL IMPACT

There is no anticipated fiscal impact to RAP’s General Fund in applying for Measure A Category
1 and 2 allocation funds. There is no anticipated fiscal impact to the maintenance and operations
costs for the fifteen projects.

STRATEGIC PLAN INITIATIVES AND GOALS

Approval of this Board Report advances RAP’s Strategic Plan by supporting:

Goal No. 1: Provide Safe and Accessible Parks

Outcome No. 1: Every Angeleno has walkable access to a park in their neighborhood

Target: 60% by 2022

Result: Measure A program will develop park projects to provide safe activities

through installation of new playgrounds, fithess equipment, and accessible
path of travel in RAP community parks and recreation centers.
