We have all withessed the corruption of presidential power in the last few months. For some, a
small amount of power stili corrupts. | am witnessing this at Ocean View Farms Community
Gardens, a 501(c)3 organization run on city owned land under contract to the City of Los
Angeles Department of Recreation and Parks.

There has been a long history of abuse of power at Ocean View Farms. Long term members
managed to obtain 4 and 5 plots, even with a waiting list by calling potential members at home
during the day (before the answering machine) three times. Since the person on the wait list
was at work not home, the plot went to an existing member. These members have managed to
continue to have 4 and 5 plots, while the waiting list grew. In addition to their plots, some have
additioral “tree plots” containing up to 7 fruit trees. These members control the board and have
“grandfathered in” their plots, while many residents in Los Angeles go hungry.

Several years ago, | was shocked to find out that one of these members with multiple plots
ACTUALLY LIVED IN TEXAS and was given a supervisory role at a work day during the winter
holiday period, to get “"community volunteer hours” so she could keep her plots. Another woman
had 4 piots that she "got from her mother” even though she lived in PARIS, FRANCE. Come
on, this abuse of city resources has got to STOP.

The City of Culver City restricts its community garden plots to residents who do not own single
family homes and so cannot garden at home. At Ocean View Farms many members with
numerous plots have large gardens at their large residential homes.

The Spanish speaking members of the garden have for years expressed feelings of
discrimination by Ocean View Farms management. The membership and board meetings are
in English only. The website, rules and bylaws are in English only. Communications with
members are in English only. Some of these Spanish speaking members have had to rely on
non household family members to help them communicate with garden management. Other
Spanish speakers without such translation services available have been easily expelled from
the garden. The garden plots offer a source of food for Los Angeles residents. Expulsion from
the garden can lead to food insecurity.

A board member, and former president of the garden, was a source of anger among Spanish
speaking members for his discriminatory policies. He recently left his post, after decades in
control. Thinking that an opportunity existed for outreach to the Spanish speaking members, a
voice was heard in a garden membership meeting for a Spanish speaking board position to lead
the outreach and for meetings and garden materials to provide Spanish translations. This idea



was rejected quickly by the new board president, and probably never even made it into the
meeting minutes.

The current board has taken steps to force out members who disagree with them. At the end of
2020. all members were required to sign a waiver that they, and their heirs, would not be
allowed te sue the garden and garden management for any reason. The management has
quickly begun issuing false citations. They have begun terminating elderly, black, Hispanic and
disabled members with these false accusations. And they have refused arbitration to these
members. No Spanish or ADA assistance has been provided even when requested. No
handicapped bathroom facilities are available, even though requested by members over the
years. There are no parking spots allocated to the handicapped in the lot.

Years ago a woman with a walker actually fell to her death in her plot! Garden management
responded that the woman died doing what she loved — gardening. | hardly believe the dying
woman'’s last thoughts were how happy she was to lay injured and dying in her plot all alone.

Black, elderly and the Spanish speaking members are noticeable gone from the garden.

Assistance from the City is needed immediately. The City of Los Angeles needs to take
over this garden and correct these massive civil rights violations.

Dear Commissioners,

In view of COVID-19 closures, we are writing to request a temporary reduction in parking rates
at and near the Griffith Observatory. We recommend that these rates, currently $15 per hour,
be lowered until such time as the DASH Observatory and Parkline shuttles can safely resume
operations.

During the pandemic, the passive recreation of Griffith Park is more essential than ever, and the
current pay station rates for the Observatory parking lot and nearby roads place an undue
burden on local residents. As you know, one of our board’s primary roles is to assist RAP
leadership in understanding the concerns of local stakeholders —and many of those
stakeholders have spoken out on this issue. In recent months, we have heard from many
Angelenos who have expressed equity concerns about the current parking rates. A year ago,
parking at or near the Observatory cost $6 per hour; now, as a result of the 2020 rate increase
and a new definition of “moderate” demand, it is $15. Yet the Observatory is closed and transit
is not running. While we appreciate the unique budgetary pressures of the COVID pandemic, it
is worth noting that the paid parking program was specifically intended to reduce traffic
congestion, increase equity & accessibility and promote public transit. None of these goals is
well-served by the present situation.

In addition to requesting the parking rate reduction, we would also ask for RAP staff to share
both historical and ongoing financial information for “Special Fund” revenue and the use of
proceeds. This request includes annual figures that will allow our board and members of the
public to review the manner in which funds have supported transportation, transit and other
improvements in Griffith Park. When the paid parking program launched in 2016, numerous
community groups supported it based on the promise that all funds would remain in Griffith
Park. It is important to be able to show stakeholders exactly where those funds have gone, and
where they continue to go. As a related point, it may be helpful to enhance signage at the pay
stations to let park-users know what their parking fees support.

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Finally, we would like to express the policy view that the funding of public transportation to and
from a great urban wilderness park ought to be a budgeted, comprehensive program to support
transit as a primary transportation method, rather than being funded exclusively by revenue
from 285 pay-station spaces. While the current model has provided a valuable revenue source
in recent years, the objective of reducing private passenger vehicles in the park calls for bold
approaches and more robust funding in the years ahead. Once pandemic-related budget
pressures ease, we look forward to working with RAP staff and city policy-makers to better align
Los Angeles with international best practices.

It is necessary that ALL the vehicles used at SLRC for construction are fitted with OSHA approved white noise back
ups as this noise pollution needs to stop.

Dear Los Angeles City Recreation and Parks Leadership,

The purpose of this letter is to request an explanation of why the Los Angeles City Department
of Recreation and Parks has not responded to requests for right of entry (ROE) permits which
would allow weed mitigation projects in the Sepulveda Basin Wildlife Area Reserve, and further,
to expedite such requests. It is important to note that there have been multiple fires in the area,
last summer destroying at least 200 acres of habitat, destroying most of the wildlife lake area,
and resulting in the death of a homeless person living in the dense brush. It would be
unfortunate to miss the opportunity to control flammable weeds that spread the fire and were
temporarily reduced by the fires.

On December 29, 2020 there was a special meeting of the Sepulveda Basin Wildlife Areas

Steering Committee (Steering)! regarding issues in the wildlife are. One specific discussion was
a mitigation project involving invasive weed remediation in the interior area west of Haskell
Creek, generally bounded by Woodley and Burbank Boulevards and the Cricket fields. As we all
know, that area has had a severe annual fire hazard with invasive vegetation harboring
encampments, illegal activity, and occasional evacuation alerts to the surrounding community.
The project to eliminate rampant growth of weeds will require controlled application of
herbicides, a herd of goats, and volunteers. The project was endorsed by Steering. The project
is also time sensitive; we have now had some rain, the weeds are emerging, and the goats need
to be scheduled for mid-April. This somewhat late start is to avoid the season when the
possibility of Sepulveda Basin flooding is a serious concern.

The project will be funded by the California Native Plant Society and possibly in part by other
organizations, to use goats to eradicate the invasive mustard and thistle. Application of small
and precise amounts of herbicide would also be required, by a licensed professional applicator,
along with volunteers to search out and remove the weeds manually in lightly infested areas.
The ultimate result would be an oak savannah populated with spaced out trees, pathways, and
native vegetation. To briefly summarize, the herd of goats would be brought in for about a month
in the Spring to devour the invasive weeds before they can go to seed. The goats come with
fencing, goatherders, a night-time containment pen, and water. The grazing would probably be
repeated for a couple years, reducing the seed load of the invasive weeds to a negligible amount
which can then be controlled by weeding. It is Steering’s opinion that allowing this remediation
project would be a big plus for the city and especially the San Fernando Valley, showing an
innovative solution to a problem, which is funded by the community at no cost to the city, and
which results in an enduring community asset. In fact, it could provide a blueprint for improving
other vegetative management areas in the Sepulveda Basin and beyond, and could be
incorporated into the new Master Plan.

ROEs have been requested for the project, and as of over two months ago it appears to be
stalled at some point in the approval process. Mr. Bill Neill, representing the LA/SMM Chapter of
the CA Native Plant Society (CNPS), on November 10, 2020 submitted a ROE application from

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Sage Environmental Group to allow goat grazing of unburned dead weeds at the south end of
Sepulveda Wildlife Reserve. Because he did not receive approval during November or
December, that initial plan was abandoned and advanced to the second, larger phase which is
goat grazing of green annual weeds during April and May 2021 throughout much of the Sept. 6,
2020 burn areas. The attached documents are the same as submitted on Nov. 10, 2020 except
the project map is revised (with more hatching lines) and the term on the ROE questionnaire is
changed to April-May 2021. Although this later proposed project will not start for another two or
three months, we request approval much sooner so that member organizations of Steering will
have sufficient time to arrange funding to pay for the service and contract for the services.

Further, on September 30, 2020 Mr. Neill requested a renewal of the ROE permit from last
spring (2020) to conduct herbicide applications in the Sepulveda Wildlife Reserve as a
contractor for the CNPS chapter. The proposed herbicide treatments will target perennial weeds
throughout the reserve and annual weeds where not controlled by goat grazing or volunteer
work teams. The applications will be precisely targeted using minimal effective amounts, as has
been done in previous years. The four-month delay in issuing the ROE renewal had not been a
problem due to drought conditions until late December; but now that a few inches of rain has
fallen, weed growth will be rapid, and we want to control perennial weeds during January and
February, before the goat grazing project commences to control annual weeds in April

We all understand that this may not be a usual set of facts for proposed Recreation and Parks
projects, however that does not explain the failure to respond to valid proposals from advisory
groups and ROE permit requests, including responding to inquiries about why there is absolutely
no response to inquiries. We anticipate receiving some clarification of why there has been no
communication from the department regarding the project and ROE requests, and we hope this
project is moved along.
