CALL TO ORDER

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

President Patsaouras called for a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting of May 19,
2022. Commissioner Bayne made such motion, and it was seconded by Vice President Alvarez.
There being no objections, the motion was unanimously approved by a vote of 4-0.

GENERAL PUBLIC COMMENTS

Public comments on matters within the Board's jurisdiction were invited, 7 such requests were
submitted.

GENERAL MANAGER'S UPDATE

Michael Shull, General Manager Michael Shull, General Manager, reported the opening of 31
seasonal pools on Memorial Day weekend and mentioned that 58 Lifeguard recruits will graduate
on June 4th. He mentioned upcoming registration dates, June 4th for summer classes and clinics,
June 11 swim teams, and June 19 free swimming lessons. Mr. Shull stated summer camp will begin
on June 13, the Summer Night Lights program will begin on July 13, and the Lotus Festival will take
place July 9 and 10.

Mr. Shull mentioned the recent ribbon cutting at Winnetka Recreation Center, the upcoming re-
opening of Victory Valley Child Care Center on June 6 and the Branford Child Care Center on June
9, and the kick-off swimming season dates of June 11 at Sylmar Pool and June 12 and at Griffith
Park Pool. He also addressed the Department's new water restrictions.

Matthew Rudnick Assistant General Manager gave a brief update on the Griffith Park Pony Rides.
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Jimmy Kim, Acting Assistant General Manager, presented two reports to the Board. He recognized
the support of RAP by the West Coast Sports Assaociates, and he gave a status report on Pickleball.

GOVERNMENT CODE SECTION 54953 (AB 361)

President Sylvia Patsaouras reported that the board must consider a determination, in accordance
with AB 361 Section 3(e)(3) that, while the state of emergency due to the Covid-19 pandemic, as
originally proclaimed by the Governor on March 4, 2020, remains active and/or state or local officials
have imposed or recommended measures to promote social distancing, this legislative body has
reconsidered the circumstances of the state of emergency and that the state of emergency
continues to directly impact the ability of the members of this Board, and the ability of the members
of all of this Board’s advisory bodies, including, but not limited to, all park advisory boards, the
Greek Theatre Advisory Committee, and the Golf Advisory Committee, as well as the public who
might attend these meetings, to meet safely in person and/or state or local officials continue to
impose or recommend measures to promote social distancing.

President Sylvia Patsaouras made motion for approval of such findings and Commissioner Bayne
seconded the motion.

There being no
objection to the motion, the motion was unanimously approved by a vote of 4-0.
