LEAGUE INFORMATION & FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

CARPOOL, SIBLINGS & REQUESTING A COACH: Carpool requests will not be accepted. Siblings will be placed on the same team unless
otherwise requested. Players may not request a specific coach. Players are drafted and are not quaranteed to be placed on any specific
team.
PRACTICES: At this time it is not known which days or times your child(ren)'s team will practice. Weekday practices are typically scheduled
between 4:00 PM and 9:00 PM and Saturday between 8:00 AM and 6:00 PM. Practice length varies between 1to 2 hours once or twice a
week.
There are no guarantees as to what time and day your child will practice each week. Refunds will not be issued if your child cannot make
practices.
GAMES: The start of the season is tentatively scheduled for Early-October 2025. Teams will usually play one game during the week and one
game on Saturday. Occasionally there may be 2 weekday games, no Saturday game or only a Saturday Game. Game times during the week
are usually between 5:00 PM and 9:00 PM.
